Waverley Planning Review- 


DCP and LEP


Council is currently undertaking the Waverley Planning Review which includes the preparation of a new comprehensive Local Environmental Plan (LEP) and a review of the current Development Control Plan (DCP). The review is in response to the NSW Governments Planning Reforms which requires all Councils in NSW to prepare a new LEP based on a standard format, known as the ‘Standard Instrument’. 


Public exhibition of the draft documents will be held during October and November 2011. All property owners and precincts will be advised of the review by way of letter and ad in the local paper and invited to view the exhibition material at Councils Customer Service Centre, Library or on Councils website and make a submission.
