BONDI JUNCTION PRECINCT THE RESIDENTS' VOICE 
what's been achieved in 2005
Over the past year your Precinct, working in with committed Crs Main, Moscatt & Sloan, has been party to a number of substantial improvements. Westfield has put an end to out of hours truck deliveries, bus stops have been reinstated in Oxford Street, L&E Court closed down the "block of sin", we’ve led the way on the BJ Traffic Study with a comprehensive submission and a number of development applications (like Botany St) have had to be amended following resident/Precinct objections.

MEANWHILE…
CAMPAIGN FOR QUIET!
For residents, BJ is still not working. We have been continually fighting for:
 No more roadwork & building work at night. No further response.
 “The Green Machine” is still starting at 5am. Mayor Mora Main has indicated she is still working towards fixing this problem & hopes for results within 3 months. Cr Sloan has been pursuing unauthorised pre-5am starts.
 There has been no offer of help from Council in addressing midnight-6am noise from private garbage contractors. Precinct discovered Council officers were now considering a proposal to start its commercial collection 30mins earlier! This remains unresolved.
 Following a letter from Precinct about overnight noise outside Eastgate, the new manager installed a security camera. He says the situation now is that Council trucks cause all noise. 
 The proposed meeting with Westfield involving Precinct co-convenors and Cr Kerryn Sloan involving a raft of Westfield complaints has been unavoidably delayed. The carpark is leaking light and noise. Ventilation plants continue to disturb the suburb & need proper noise insulation. Loose grates and speed humps drive residents crazy. The Waverley Street exit is a little safer, but not everyone is satisfied. Westfield management will not consider closing Hollywood entry points at night. The Mayor will be raising these issues with the new manager in March.

BONDI JUNCTION TRAFFIC STUDY
At the November meeting we saw a huge degree of consensus on most issues with a focus on supporting the Waverley Transportation Policy i.e. sustainable gradualist vehicle discouragement with positive plans to enhance alternatives. The pre-existing terms of the study were so narrowly drafted that resident concerns were seen as beyond the study’s scope. Mayor Main is personally overseeing a review of these terms to guarantee residents’ views are considered. Terms of reference will be widened. Queens Park Precinct has lodged its submission, broadly in line with ours.

31-33 BOTANY & MERITON TOWER LIGHTING
Botany still unsatisfactory. Our objection has been lodged. On site inspection took place Feb 4. Does Meriton’s DA fit within Council Guidelines? Sent back to Development Control Committee.

EASTERN HOTEL HOURS
At a time when patron misbehaviour is escalating, Precinct argues no extension of BJ hotel hours should occur. Opportunity for resident feedback was limited due to minimal notification. Defeating this proposal is vital

72 MILL HILL, 108 & 110 EBLEY ST
Awaiting results from Precinct submissions on all three. A proposed brothel at 108 has sought some changes above the earlier L&E decision, which they won. At 110, latest plans put noisy plant works facing resident homes plus 2 tall trees to be destroyed.

BUS STOPS
Following yet another intervention from Precinct and Cr Peter Moscatt via local MP Paul Pearce, the extended bus bays were operating from December 18. But still problems - Council offered shelters that don’t shelter. Great idea! One seat has been removed in Bronte Rd. Why? Inadequate seating in Oxford St, both east and west. Southern Westfield stop is inexplicably “set down only”. L82 doesn’t stop. Why?
