MATTERS ARISING
FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
RESIDENTS WANT ACTION!
Our complaints are consistent and clear. When will Council act?
*Stop roadwork & building work at night. Council night roadwork has decreased but not enough. We all here have the right to expect a good night's sleep occasionally.
*“The Green Machine” is the noisiest piece of equipment Council has ever owned. It is driving the entire suburb batty with its 5am start. Move it 7am!
*Still no action on the raft of Westfield complaints: the outstanding issues continue. They are leaking light and noise (plus ugly facade) of the aboveground carpark. Ventilation plants continue to disturb the suburb & need proper noise installation. Loose grates and speed humps drive residents crazy. There are too many vehicle movements in the residential streets of Waverley, Hollywood & Ebley at night (these entry and exit points should not be open at night). Facade lighting annoys many and we still don't know whether this is permissible. The *Waverley Street exit is a little safer, but not everyone is satisfied.
*Council needs to build fences with western Bondi Junction, actually listen.
Cr Kerryn Sloan has been actively pursuing these matters.

BROTHEL VICTORY
A great win in the Land and Environment Court concerning the "block of sin". Thanks to Council, particularly Cr Sloan for efforts to address an issue that has long been a part of Precinct's agenda.
BUS STOPS REINSTATED
Thanks go to Mayor Peter Moscatt for breaking the impasse concerning the bus stops in Oxford Street. This was subject to a constant campaign from Precinct for a year.
POST OFFICE RELOCATION
Federal Member, Malcolm Turnbull & the Federal Government will not intervene to establish a street level Post Office at Bondi Junction. Cr Mora Main says Council still pressing for relocation to street frontage.

OTHER ISSUES
Cr Main reports she have been busy on several fronts including:
* Council has activated shopping trolley control measures - improvements should be seen soon; * New Coombs development in BJ commercial centre to focus on environmental performance and energy efficiency * Bike lock up loops and lockers have been installed through co-operation between Council working with BIKEast 
* Access committee work starting to achieve better footpaving and ramps, and improvements within the Westfield centre * Native trees about to be planted in the Mall - many traders unhappy with Plane trees during the consultation process
