Meeting commenced at 7:39pm.

Constable O’Brien offered to attend meetings to report on local crime issues.

Stolen vehicles – BB, BJ and Bondi – please report if see suspicious. Vehicles being taken mainly from streets, more on Thursday night – “ordinary popular vehicles” – please add security. Not recovered locally.

TK: What if cars exceed rego 
FO: must be over 15 days out.
JL: Are police still able to “book” cars
FO: Mainly council – but still have right.
JL: asked them to police the overweight trucks – safety issue 
FO: need to ring police at the time /incident. – “looking for parking “ is not a general police task.
NS: took details of Military Rd 
TK: Will attend to matter.

MS: If abandoned vehicle left in private car park. 
FO: Civil matter.
XX: What if car abandoned – but in rego.
FO: ring police with rego.

Bondi & District Chamber of Commerce - Parking
JL: Introduced Max Siano, David Bainbridge. People avoiding beach because of parking regime – will effect business.
MS: Acting president. Owns 3 shoe shops BB, BJ and Randwick. 32 years in BB. Has owned shop in various locations around BB. In 1997 – new arrangement lost 197 car spaces. 
2000: Olympics brought business.
May 2005: Cr John Wakefield, force all businesses to remove goods from footpaths - $37000 rent.
Chamber complained – ignored even though footpaths had been widened. Business reduced by 10%. With general rent increases, hard for retailers to survive,.
Power outages and “lock down” after Cronulla. Blackouts over Xmas and NYE.
Jan 15th – stabbings.

WC parking officers were using “new toy” $175/breach – photos from 60 meters away!!. 10 days later you found out.
Extra vehicles meant that they could n

7.9$M from parking – budgeted another r$5M from new toys.

Money goes from retail business to council coffers.
Some parking persons enjoy their role “gotcha”.

Because of bookings – further reduction in turnover of 40%!!

Parking meters operate from 8:00am to 10pm every day.
Westfield has 2 hours and free after 5:00 am.

They are like predators – everybody scared of being booked – eg dropping off old people for a minute or 2.

Very many people have suffered from this savage experience – will eventually force closure of smaller shops and will be replaced by large outlets.

Rent of 5000+ per week. Chase away customers – shops will close.

Campbell Pde will become the fast food sleaze street. Brings an anti-social environment. Already many shops have moved out and not been replaced.

BB suffering under all these rules and regulations – live and let live gone – cameras sneaked in by administration – not by councillors

RN: Circular sent in post.

MS: Rally at council meeting – 200 people.
Subsequent meeting – user groups - 34 interested people.

Need tolerance and communication. Parking patrols should move you on, rather than sneak a picture from 60 metres. RTA “removed” no standing and replaced with no stopping rather no parking.

Jackie Finkelstein – so many new NO stopping signs placed - $175. No parkings replaced by revenue raising no stoppings.

Extra revenue should reduce rates!!!

XX: No pay strike??

DB: People would all lose licences.

HC: once issued becomes a general infringement.

SB: all goes to WC except for $18 fee to State Govt.

XX: Attitude = Go and get them
MS: Bronwyn Kelly gives orders.
WC $740/week and “loading”??? – quota??
Easy pickings.
If someone is illegal we will book them..
Act says that they may book – not must. 
DB: council should have a set of rules which allows discretion within rules.
RN: Discretion means “give a flash etc” 
Should have tolerance.

MS want harmony in community – many cab drivers are not coming into area. Couriers are also being booked – will stop coming.

Bondi Beach – 6 yellow vested parking officers – people scared off.
MS now don’t bother opening till 10:00 because nobody will come as they did in past 

BB 268 vs West364
Food and Pubs – fashion shops suffering.

Latest: “moratorium” – since stopped except at night and “when dangerous”.

XX: What is difference between a stationary car and one moving very slowly.
HC photos are very accurate and “clever”
Fines can be reversed.

MS: Can’t separate businesses from customers – lose, lose.
Keep pressure on and vigilance.

Query if you receive a mail out fine.

Cr Betts. Libs moved motion – cameras be used only in extreme etc….. discretion and protocol adopted. Officers should give “move on”. Please tell councillors. If you feel problems, contact councillors.

MS: council should listen

JL: Traders should be able to use footpath as – past – adds to user friendliness of shopping centre.

MS: All Waverley hurting – 
DB: regulations should be based on “good public policy”. Crs want to punish people for using cars. Puts people into Westfield. Will force people to use BJ. –away from regional.

Dudley Page Reserve – Substation – Graffiti.
Jl: Aaron Govendir letter: proposes a mural around building as a measure against graffiti vandalism.
RN: Maybe paint on side opposite Military Rd – a simulated harbour view. 
XX: Anything should be very elegant.
Richard Morris: Is pump house really necessary – is all really below ground.
MS: park is in poor repair. Council should be charging buses a fee.
ML: Style used on BB is graffiti.
NS: Council has Artistic style committee.
JL: group not in favour

Childcare Centre
New DA opposite Roberts St in 52 Gilbert St – 42 - 7:30-6:30 M to F - no residence on site.
RN: There will be a large amount of “offensive noise” generated – nature, quality, level and timing as well as traffic and safety issues.
Lives above in Portland St – over Gilbert St “amphitheatre” – effect is on 13 properties – just on eastern side of Gilbert St and above.

If noise is 65db across fence – offence. Levels quoted in DA unrealistic. 40db “whispers” – rather than normal 70db-90db noise. “Controlled” children – what is this?.

Proposal is creating its own unrealistic standards and then adding too small amounts.
“Acceptable 55 – extreme 60” (and “unlikely to occur” – vs real 65 – 90dbs!!

XX: will need 7-8 teachers anD helpers as well as 42 children.

RN: “Will have no impact on neighbouring properties” – NOT TRUE. 1.8 metre metal fences would magnify noise – not diminish it.
Council should carry out extensive research on its own to show falsity of DA application “measurements”. Measure an existing centre with same number of children.

XX: very small garden – current 7 children of resident – already extremely noisy. – 42 children on such a small property and garden without making noise?
JL: Licence from DOCs demands required number of children
JL: Council officers should reject and if taken further prepare case for court.

JF: T intersection has no parking 20 metres in every direction – already a very narrow and dangerous roadway – nearby blocks of units with 100s of residents .

JL: Everybody should write an individual letter, discussing individual points. Only letters count.

(They need 29 children to be able to sell to ABC)
Worse impact than Lancaster Rd.

Others approved nearby in large numbers – is there a need for all of these places?

JL: Should alert Rose Bay precinct as well

AGM – Moved to May to fit in with Council Policy for timing of AGMs

JL: read a report and thanked officers and Councillors.
