Bobbi McIlwraith – Bondi Beach Manager
Coordinates Bondi basin services and management of 3 beaches lifeguards and also major events

Christmas – New Years Eve
Council endorsed an event management model – Christmas day at Bondi pavilion and New Years Eve there and to beach. And low key events between. Also Nye event at Dudley page.

Zero alcohol tolerance at the beaches.

2006 based on 2005 with modifications after resident feedback.

Event organiser – to tenders - closed – recommendation on organiser tomorrow night.
Structure set by council – details may be set after consultation.

JL Is stay safe committee still monitoring NYE event? – Yes!

BM: “Lock Ins” – Reservoir roof – capacity – licensing police concerns – sets limits on number of people.

Sydney Water met and requested for technical information on weight and layout of the rides and stalls etc – and number of people

Will be promoted locally as per last year and layout will be similarly to last year – family-friendly event – predominantly for local community. Music low – key.

Felt that traffic management will need improvement – at first set of fireworks time and at end.

Inclusion of ticket in entry prize.

JL: read letter which discussed that the takeaway food shop was trading until well into the early morning – questioning its opening hours. 

Will come back for November meeting.

Mayor: Caffyn reserve will have toilets and security – free and alcohol free? – Not heavily promoted. Toilets to be removed promptly this time.
Suggestion of different fee structure for seniors.

Council kept prices moderate and rides were free.

Why charge? 
Loss is technical – stops damage to neighbouring property

JL did last year’s people tender again? Yes – therefore they are interested in carrying out function again.

Cr Betts: Charging was necessary – and subsequently agreed on by residents – to keep function under control.

Cr Kay: Public transport must be properly set up – Sydney Buses is a bit “tardy” in responding to requests.

JL: What about price advantage for later arrival?

BM Easy admin necessary and will try to manage buses better. “Waves of departures/arrivals catered for – end was problem.

Ron Nothman and Michael Finklestein

High School
Traffic – 
RN Buses are jamming road because they are not pulling in properly – in afternoon – 15 minutes during afternoon.
Cr Betts: Some parents are ”misbehaving” traffic wise. Difficulty meeting with headmaster
Cr Kay: principal has proposed pedestrian crossing across Hardy St on brow of hill. Not interested in Reina St option for car drop off/pickup in school grounds.
There are 800 children.

Bowling Club Site
Bed and breakfast – 

Hilton Cohn: Messages to Mark Featherstone never returned.
People resident 
House is up for sale – still being used as bed and breakfast.

Recycling
Extra material now being accepted.

Mayor: Twice a year pickup occurred but most people did not know
Changing to 2 free per year – council logs requests and when several requests received schedules a collection. Call request causes an “invoice” to be sent.
Works well in Randwick

Can’t put bed out.

HC – stops non-council “recycling”
Mayor – will be more efficient.

ML: problem with paint.

Agenda

Parking Issues
JL: Read letter from local paper – over overzealous behaviour of parking patrol
Herald’s article about shops “suing council”
JL: recounted Bondi Beach Post Office – large loss of business because of the over-zealous parking procedures – avoids beach as much as possible – most other people also avoiding beach. Now 13 vacant shops.

RN: wife manages holiday units on beach: tourists staying away – harassment.
HC: today-tonight about places like beach disappointing tourists
RN Many sites are now empty
Mayor: rents are very high –structural readjustment. 
Cr Betts: Move on not being applied.
JL: parking police are biggest issue. – Destroying amenity of municipality – at war with the residents. 
Mayor: loading zones and truck zones.
Paul Wilmot: insufficient loading zones.

RN: before redevelopment suggested that council build underground parking and reservoir to water parks – paid for by parking station.
JL all expenditure was services under the road – not much left.
ML length of time of meters = to 10:00pm “obscene”

Mayor “all being looked at”
Steven Shein: Had “summit” - looked promising – thought things were happening - $175 drop offs without warning still occur – perception is that “solely for revenue raising”-“back to normal” – if not revenue-raising when there are many unused space at various periods – police patrols descend at 9:00pm to book – quoted how he now avoids local restaurant at BB , because of parking patrols.

RN: dreamland? About parking station? Yes.

Childcare Facilities Parking Issues
Traffic committee considering potential parking matters – with recommendations before the matter had come to council.
52 Gilbert St: Came up at traffic committee meeting. Brief but report with decision had been made – Cr Kay recommended that it be deferred to development control committee. If it should go to traffic committee – comprehensive briefing that was being considered by development control committee should be all available to all.

If there is a proposal for a large controversial child care centre, how can a traffic recommendation be put in, before it is considered.

Should council be in business of changing status-quo BEFORE matter is properly considered – prejudices later consideration.

Cr Betts: What should happen:
DA should be sent to qualified traffic services department for research before DA committee meets to allow comprehensive consideration. Action of person who made report was not correct.

PP: Lives next store since 1948. “Council say there is no mechanism to get child care centres where they are needed.”
“Glut of private child care centres – centre in Ian Street losing numbers.
“Very large number of Jewish centres already”
JL: council can only accept/reject on nature of that site.
PP: quoted a Hornsby council “anti-clustering” proposal.
Cr Betts – fights those which have traffic and other issues. – waiting for L&E court Lancaster Rd decision to help with fight against Gilbert St proposal.

Jackie Finklestein: Traffic committee items are not as easily discovered as for general items. Scathing about the “report” and bona fides of recommender.

ML: “anti-cluster” DCP. Still has to go to council.
RN: What is Greens’ policy with childcare centre?
Mayor: Have to look at each on its merits. Check demographics.
JL: Should look at anti-clustering – occurs over and over again.

Valuations etc
JL: has UCV increased – indexing?

General Business
Paul Wilmot: thought that there were less toilets and water facilities – eg missing at Loombah Rd – why? Only 5 toilets at Dudley Page. - refer to Bobbi McIlWraith.

Why was Military Rd closed till 2:00Pm?

HC: Section 96 – Cadigal Place – to council next week.
