Adoption of Previous Minutes:
Moved by William Mouroukas seconded by Steve Latta that the minutes of the previous meeting be accepted.  Agreed by verbal acceptance.
 
Waverley Park Pavilion Update:
         A presentation and update on the pavilion concept plans was provided by Ruth Johnson – Recreation Planner for Waverley Council.
         Plan and elevation drawings of the pavilion concept were made available for inspection.  Also leaflets describing the plans, and small scale plans were made available for attendees to take away and examine.
         A Community Consultation day on the pavilion plans was held on 1st February.  
         It was stressed that the plans are currently at concept stage, and Council is seeking submissions and feedback from residents on these plans
         A Feedback Form was provided to attendees to facilitate feedback to Council.  Submissions are required to be made by 9th February 2009, at the latest.
         A request was made that Council consider relocation of the existing nursery adjacent to the complex.  It was felt that the nursery is very closely located in a prime park position and that the development would benefit from making this space a part of the concept.
         Much discussion centred around the use of the proposed Community Room.  Use is proposed only by booking arrangements, and is not expected to include private use.  Mayor Betts indicated that there are many functions currently conducted at Council Chambers that would be transferred to the more suitable Community Room.  These functions include, as examples, Citizenship Ceremonies, Award functions, and Anzac Day celebrations.
         A request was made that the Community Room be considered for use by a children’s Play Group that currently operates in the adjacent play area.
 
Motions in Previous Minutes:
Written response has been received from Council, and these are attached to the Minutes.
Discussion and actions on the various motions as follows:
Motion 1
Councillor Kay re-confirmed that The Benevolent Society requested the deferral of their Ocean Street DA application.  The Society are considering various amendments that Council have indicated would be required.  There has been no indication from the Society on when they might address these matters and re-submit their application.  If there are significant delays in further response from the Society, Council would anticipate approaching the Society on their intentions with respect to the DA.
Motion 2
Mayor Betts confirmed that Council is undertaking a comprehensive review of parking within the Municipality.  The review will:
Determine both short term actions and long term plans.  
It will also review both on street and off street parking implications.
It will commence with an assessment phase, gathering statistics on such things as available public parking spaces, meters, and fines issued.
There will be a Councillor Workshop, with a Concept plane then issued to the community.  It is expected that the concepts should be established in April and that these will be with the Community by June at the latest.
Motion 3
The meeting was advised that an accident had occurred at this intersection as recently as the day of the meeting.
Motion 4
The RTA is unlikely to approve red light cameras at these intersections at this time.  The meeting requested that Council pursue the preparation of a letter to the RTA requesting consideration of the cameras.
Motion 5
It was noted by Councillors that 60% of residents surveyed in 2006 said “yes” to having the parking restrictions.  There is a view that the restrictions should remain, however, the matter will be reviewed under the wider parking review identified in respect of Motion 2.
 
Traffic Report
 
Traffic Rep Keith Bryars was not in attendance.
 
         There was discussion of Keith’s 2nd February email to Dan Joannides (of Council) as follows:
o        Proposal to install a Left Hand Only turn sign at intersections of Waverley Crescent and Bondi Road.  Councillor Kay advised that a Traffic Management Plan had been submitted to the RTA and Council were awaiting a response (expected by end June).
o        Consideration of extending the left hand traffic filling bay in Ocean Street South at the intersection with Bondi Road.  Councillors advised that they will ask the Traffic Engineer to review this.  It was confirmed that this will be a Council decision (not an RTA one).  It was suggested that the filling bay on the original intersection plans was larger than currently exists.  It was also confirmed by attending residents that the right hand turn operations from Bondi Road into Ocean Street, from both the east and west directions, are working satisfactorily.
 
         Discussion of Bondi Road Clearway.  Mayor Betts advised that Council is in the process of surveying retailers in Bondi Road with a standardised form, to assess the impact on their businesses.
 
DA Report
 
         Discussion of The Benevolent Society Ocean Street Development occurred, as previously minuted above under Motion 1 responses.
         DA applications over the December January period had been reviewed, and only 4 DA’s have been made for the Precinct.  These were all lesser value alterations to private dwellings and no objections have been brought to notice of the Precinct Rep.
 
General Business
 
         It was suggested that a traffic counter also be placed in Ocean Street South to record traffic movements that are now occurring as a result of the new traffic lights.
         It was noted that traffic speed in Ocean Street North had increased, with some motorists ‘racing’ the change of lights to red.
         There was a request that Council consider ways to prevent traffic along Bondi Road blocking intersections when traffic lights turn red.
         It was noted that many people who normally attended the Precinct Meetings may not have noted the change in meeting address.  It was suggested that changes such as this be highlighted on the distributed agendas.
         A leaflet that has recently been distributed by Laing and Simmons of Bondi Beach was tabled at the meeting.  This leaflet purports to suggest that Council will approve the Ocean Street Benevolent Society in June 2009.  As there is no such undertaking, Mayor Betts confirmed that she would address this matter with the business in question.
         New Council paving at the corner of Avoca Street and Bondi Road had been removed and replaced with asphalt.  Councillors to review.  Councillor Kay submitted Service Request 73512 on this matter.
         The meeting moved a motion of thanks to Council on the success of re-paving of Bondi Road between Bennett and Avoca Streets.  The work has been completed with minimum disruption.  Motion moved by Stephen Boronkay and seconded by Bill Mouroukas.
         A loose stormwater grate was reported in New South Head road, close to Bondi Road intersection.  Councillor Kay submitted Service Request 73509 on this matter.  This Request was notified as closed on 5th February.
         It was noted that the stormwater grate in Martins Avenue near Simpson Street lifts in periods of heavy rain.  Councillor Kay submitted  Service Request 73510 on this matter.  This Request was notified as closed on 5th February.  The pits have been cleaned and placed on a list for pipe cleaning.
         It was noted that the poplar trees in Bondi Road opposite Waverley Park have disrupted the footpath.  Councillor Kay submitted Service Request 73511 on this matter.  This request was closed on 5th Feb, as it had previously been reported in SR 72337.
