Minutes of Previous Meeting and Matters arising from minutes

Previous minutes dated 10 March 2010 reviewed and accepted (1st Betty Lenham, 2nd Gwen Bullivant)
Guest speaker- Barbara Buchanan, BioDesign Presented on the ‘Ecological Restoration Framework and action Plan’ for the Tamarama Park and Gully. 

The Plan of Management for Tamarama Park was adopted by Waverley Council in June 2007. I

t included actions to  improve the Gully zone with regard to vegetation and stormwater. 
The Ecological Restoration Framework (ERF) and Action Plan (AP) has been commissioned by Council as the best means of achieving this: 

 The ERF is to consider the whole park. 

 The AP is to deal with the Gully zone.

The aim of the project is to:

· Establish a framework for the ecological restoration for the park

· Develop an Action Plan for works that can be budgeted for over time (identify priorities)

· Scope works to be carried out by suitably skilled people

· Ensure that previous work by Bushcare volunteers is supported

· Identify how long-term sustainability can be achieved (custodianship by Council and the community) 

The Aim of the Presentation 

To ensure the community understands their role in success of the restoration process and takes ownership of  the park in diverse ways that will bring mutual benefits

Key Issues - Community

· The scale and complexity of the project is beyond the resources of the current workforce

· The Bushcare group is small and it is difficult to recruit new volunteers 

· Some local residents are gardening in the park with inappropriate species

· OH&S is an issue for rehabilitation of steep slopes and cliffs

· The population of nearby residents is continually changing

· Views can be an issue for nearby residents. 

· Key Issues - Delight

· Lack of visual cohesion between the various parts of the park

· Lack of canopy in the gully area – lack of shade, complexity or mystery

· Waterfall and rock pools are not visible or accessible

· Weed invasion is unsightly

Ecological Assets

· Large area encompassing a whole gully landscape unit with diverse conditions

·  Connection to the coastline and beaches 

·  Remnant vegetation 

·  Established tree plantings  

·  Watercourses and waterfall

·  Rock forms

·  Indigenous fauna

Delight Assets
· Variety and complexity (vegetation, landform, spaces) 

·  Reads as a ‘nature reserve’

·  Water

·  Mystery and surprise

·  Birds 

· Views

Building Community Resources/Community Development

· Educate local residents about weeds/garden escapes and using local plants in gardens

·  Encourage local residents to join Bushcare group (run workshops to improve skills)

 Help local residents participate in bird and fauna surveys

·  Support people taking initiatives that will help the restoration and long-term health of the park as a place for everyone to enjoy

·  Information on sustainability and the park
