1.           UNDERGROUND WORKS

         RIAMP is still working on the design of the drum thickener. It is expected that the equipment will be          installed and commissioned in the dewatering building by the end of the year.

The sludge withdrawal pumps will be changed, as the existing pumps are not able to withdraw sludge at the required solid consistency.

 

2.           DIGESTER AREA
         The relocation of the flare is complete. The waster gas burners have also been refurbished to achieve 
         maximum burning capacity from each burner. The burners are supposed to operate on a duty/standby basis.
The construction of the co-generation plant has started. The plant is scheduled to be commissioned by October 2008.

3.         SLUDGE DEWATERING PLANT

The sludge dewatering plant runs from Monday to Friday,

 
4.              SCRUBBERS / ODOURS
Refurbishment of the above ground scrubber is complete. During the refurbishment the odour masking system was used to ensure that residents are not disturbed. The project was completed under budget and onetime.

 
5.         POTABLE WATER USE

            The "smartflow" unit has been installed on one of the low head pumps, The water consumption is            reduced by close to 70% from 130kL/day to 35-38U/day. After 3 months trial if successful a     second unit will be installed on the other low head pump.

6.         OTHER ISSUES
            4 operators left Sydney water at the end of March. The new day team assists the shift workers to run the plant and at the same time will be involved in implementing capital and operational      projects.
