1.                  Matters arising from Minutes of Previous meeting
DA Hostel 193-195 Old South Head Road
23 rooms – beauty salon and real estate offices – carried out renovations and then seek DA approval.  Council believes that this will be refused.  5th December they are going to try and get it through IHAP – it seems to be fully occupied and very noisy.

A lot of residents are still claiming that the notices don’t go out.  Minutes didn’t go out for last meeting.  Nicole resigned and no-one in position yet.

IHAP (Independent hearing and assessment panel)
Meeting soon – Kerrie Lee will represent the precinct as an observer.  Detailed document on Council’s website.
Minutes could not be passed because no-one here that was in last meeting.
2.         Outstanding matters from 2007
Surf School – haven’t gotten anywhere – they say it is home occupation but residents complain about them taking up car spaces in street with buses, trailers and cars.  Disregard water restrictions – hose surfboards, snowboarding – they generate huge amount of rubbish.
Residents are upset that this is totally illegal and not stopped yet they are fined for small transgressions.
Residents need question answered – how many commercial vehicles can be registered to a home business – there may not be a limit.
3.         Mirrors in lane ways
People speed down the lane ways making it very dangerous.
Problem is that mirrors distort.  Mirrors can only be placed on private building if residents of private building sign clause accepting responsibility for accidents.  Mayor Ingrid Strewe to check out with Dan Ionnides.
4.         Kenilworth Street – Residential Scheme
Signs changed to Mon – Fri.  Spoken to Chief Traffic Engineer supposed to be Monday – Saturday – signs not changed back yet.  Mayor Strewe to deal with this.
5.         Bennett Street 
Trees from backyard hanging over fences and dangerous to pedestrians walking by.  Also creating a leafy mess.  Streets need to be cleaned and overhanging trees pruned.  
Also uneven footpaths on Ewell Street – hazard to pedestrians.
Councillor Strewe to deal with these issues
6.         Dogs in area
Resident bitten by pack of Maltese Terriors.  Waverley doesn’t have policy on how many dogs a resident can own.
Ring rangers straight away if anything like this happens and they come straight away and fine residents.
7.         Residential Parking
First permit free, trailers not booked – can get visitors permit – paid vouchers for visitors.
8.         Meet the Mayor
Monday and Wednesday afternoon – meet the Mayor – come and discuss any issues of concern.
9.         Precinct Boundaries
Proposal to change Precinct Boundaries in other Precincts could have a ripple affect in our Precinct.  Suggestion that Precinct Boundaries change to fit into changed Ward Boundaries.
We need to authorize someone to negotiate and discuss the proposed changes with other Precincts.  Changes should happen by September.
Decided that William Maroukas and Vivian Falk can represent the Precinct in initial discussions and report back to Precinct meeting in February.
10.       Bondi Road clearway
STA want clearways all day Saturday and Sunday and public holidays in summer.  Shopkeepers are concerned this will take business away from them.
11.       Household bin allowance
Investigate bin allowance for units and houses.  System of allocation seems to be unfair – and houses are allowed more bin allowance than units.  Check out before next meeting.
