Danny Caretti said St Catherine’s has submitted its fifth application about this site in 2 years. The most recent being a  “S.96 review of Determination of the Development Application” (DA651/2005) to: -
-         Extend approved hours of operation for the car park to be built on the site, (approved as 8 – 5 Monday to Friday) to 7am-9pm weekdays and ???? Saturdays & Sundays 
-         Delete Council’s requirement for a garden to replace the proposed  all-weather playing court (ie build the court with surrounding high chain mesh fence)
