Traffic: 
 Darling Street,( Bronte – No Stopping: Report dated 21 March 2007 from the Traffic Engineer detailing proposed “No Stopping” signs in Darling Street.
Recommended: That “No Stopping” signs be installed along the upper carriageway of Darling Street at the following locations:
1 On the northern side between the western boundary of 26 Darling Street and the intersection of Ashley Street.
2: On the southern side along the fence

Motion:
That the eastern side of Tamarama Marine Drive roadway between the bus stop and south to the “no stopping zone” be converted back to a “one hour parking zone”
Rationale: this section was changed to an extended “bus zone” during “Sculpture by the Sea”, however the bus zone signs have since been removed and the original “one hour” signs not restored. The net effect is that campervans are being attracted back to the area. Moreover a restricted parking zone has a negative impact on the number of people able to access Tamarama beach.
