Meeting commenced at 7:40pm.
NYE Report – Lorna Bussell
2337 tickets– 1600 adults, 600 families, 140 pensioners, road closures , clearways, buses, security, police all worked well.
JL: Policeman friend was very pleased.

Caffyn Park went well, spotlights turned off before fireworks . Cleaned up well. Most disburse quickly.

Dudley Page / Bondi Beach has one more year of contract. Safety committee tomorrow, debriefing and further workshop meeting to occur.
ML Clearways – Military Road between Raleigh St and Loombah Rd – no logic.
Bondi Beach – 640,000 people  - before Xmas to just after Australia Day – many days of rain.
45,000 on Xmas day.
Cr Betts: discussed the benefits of the current managed Bondi Beach – Dover Heights – holiday period. Bondi  at Xmas helps fund Dudley Page. Family event at Bondi Beach will not cater for the thousands of young people who wish to attend.
Welcome to Gabrielle Upton – candidate in forthcoming State election on 26th March for Liberals.

GU: Introduced herself.

JL: Sydney Water – Dover Heights Diversion Tunnel – 2 aspects – future redevelopment of Vaucluse, and potential damage to properties above drilling.
ML: Issue arising again.

DF: What is role of state in say, beautification of Bondi Beach?  Eg. dilapidation of paths, buildings – general infrastructure.

GU: Best when joint interest between state and council. Announcements made about Beaches etc – e.g support of say, Sculptures by the Sea – brings people.

Cr Betts: Many local residents don’t want any improvements. And others want spending on accessibility issues.
RELATIONSHIP OF State Govt and Councils

Dept Tourism – can give grants for particular promotions

State has reduced ability of councils to make money from iconic assets.

Cr Betts – Council can recover costs only from filming

Need proper definition of State/Council responsibilities. State has shifted costs on to Councils.

Hunter St dual occupancies approved with reduction but since Section 96 to restore.
Waverley Council applied to IPART for rate rises – reduced amount required after careful scrutiny.

JL:New valuations in DH with rate increases – Council Liberals have introduced a safety net for self-funded retirees as well as the existing pensioners’ one. JL Council Rates one of greatest expense for people with reduced income.

Cr Betts: New rate will still be less than surrounding councils.
Dover Heights Venue at Cadigal Place – Mary Shiner / Council negotiating.

Recycling – Bins provided only in busy areas.

Broken Sewer line in house in Loombah Rd

Sub Committees 
DF: Infrastructure
Boat parking issue – Non-specific “No boat parking signs” don’t work. Traffic Committee – Nothing seems to happen with request for Woollahra 1 hour type restrictions. 
Law should be changed to stop parking of boats and trailers on streets.
Motion: Special parking hours to stop boats being parked in Portland St and in Military Rd – between Hugh Bamford reserve and North Bondi bus terminus.

Bins in Rodney reserve replacement – have been moved forward to next year’s budget, year after year. 4 bins – 2 falling apart and 2 ok. Budget for every non-beach park etc (100) in Waverley is $4000/year – for all bins – all benches …. – ignores Community Consultation recommendations.
Bins must be of a certain type – so that bag can be manually removed.

Caffyn Park was renewed after new playground equipment – new bench and bins.
Co-contribution by residents?
Dov has been removing overgrowth from fences etc, and council have removed cuttings.

Rodney Reserve holes can be “filled but not returfed “

Got oleanders trimmed on Dudley Page – “safety issue” – lower Caffyn will be cleared up and fixed.

After last boat removed (with NYE clearway), Portland St now repaved.
Rod Harvie:
In Portland – house has been under construction – with large street bin – replacement shuffle – damages the road surface – away from the construction – not in front of house.
