MATTERS ARISING

FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS

BUS STOPS

Precinct passed a motion opposing a reduction of bus stops in BJ. The current number is seen as essential for residents & the "non-Westfield" commercial centre. Whilst closure of western bus stops has been delayed, Council has said it will continue to review the number of stops with a view to reduction. Meanwhile, several bus stops don’t have seating, let alone shelter. Cr Mora Main had to argue for weeks to obtain minimal seating at the major Bronte Rd stop.

ILLEGAL BROTHELS

Council has received multiple applications for legal brothels for one building. Meanwhile, Council refused an application for one in Ebley St but their decision was overturned in the Land & Environment Court.

BJ STRATEGIC PLAN

Apparently, there are a large number of submissions & consultation will continue.

AUSTRALIA POST RELOCATES TO WESTFIELD

Despite a huge public campaign involving the Council, there is no sign of reconsideration by an indifferent Aust Post. Westfield continues to suck the blood out of it its neighbours.

WESTFIELD – NOISE CONTROL

Westfield has now been handed back to Council for enforcement issues. If you’re unhappy about something, you must let the Council know that many people are negatively affected. Issues of ventilation, alarm, traffic & truck noise were due to be addressed by an independent noise audit in September funded by Westfield. They reneged. One source of early morning noise was wrongfully attributed to Westfield. When it was identified as a Council vehicle, Council Depot, Waste Services - particularly Peter Aston (Fleet & Depot Manager) & Michael McMahon (Maintenance Coordinator) acted promptly to assist residents.

WESTFIELD HOLLYWOOD AVE ACCESS AT NIGHT

No sign of any action.

WESTFIELD CAR PARK FACADES & FAÇADE LIGHTING

Both the southern car park & the northern façade pollute the night sky. The southern car park facades are ugly & don’t limit noise during the day. No promise of action.

BUS TRANSIT OF OXFORD

Thankfully, buses no longer clog residential streets near Oxford, but the bus stop dispute is still not settled with bus bays there still too short. 

LANE/PARKING/CROSSING CONFIGURATION OF EBLEY @ ANN

The Waverly Traffic Committee (representing all levels of government) promised this would be fixed in June, but resident rights mean nothing as government sits transfixed in the headlights of the Westfield juggernaut.

TRAFFIC PLANS

There are already too many cars in Bondi Junction. The call for urgent action to encourage alternatives has not seen any response.

TRAINS

There is going to be work done at BJ train station & there will be NO TRAINS from there from Sunday 26th December to 1.00 am Monday 10th January while improvements are undertaken. Buses will go to & from Edgecliff.
