Item 4 (i) 

Holes in pavement have been fixed.

Item 2 (c) 

The Precinct Committee is very concerned about lead contamination in the area. The Precinct Committee asks that Council does everything they can, as soon as possible, regarding clean up of contamination to 21 Prospect Street and neighbouring properties. 

A motion was put by Mia Vaux, and seconded by Jean Skinner, 13 for 0 against.

Concern from one resident is that neighbours do not know the extent of the contamination. Cr M. Main has indicated that she has requested a ‘time line’ of Council action from Peter Brennan, Director Planning & Environmental Services.

Development Applications

Danny Caretti of 313 Bronte Road raised an objection to DA 651/05, proposed car park for 23 more cars in the grounds of St Catherine’s School.


The original notice to residents had the incorrect address, stating Albion Street as the entrance to the proposed car park rather than Bronte Road. Peter Brennan has issued amended notices.

Charing Cross Precinct objects to the proposal on the grounds of:

The easement is a right of way for pedestrians and not wide enough for two cars, there is a proposed holding bay, there will be pollution and noise impact to residents, seven days a week, this is a blind corner, the street access is inadequate, there will be traffic congestion, it is a busy thoroughfare and will impact on traffic, there will be danger to pedestrians and to people in wheelchairs from the adjacent nursing home.
