DISTRIBUTION / APOLOGIES :            Ray Neeson (Resident)
1.         UNDERGROUND WORKS
 
One Band Screen is offline for refurbishment. We will investigate to run the band screens intermittently rather than continuously.
 
RIAMP is working on the design of the drum thickener. The equipment will be installed in the dewatering building next to the centrifuges.
 
A new Reclaimed Effluent system will be installed for the operation of the drum thickener.
 
The CAS system is now operational. But the trial will be delayed until the DEC (EPA) changes the licence conditions. The current licence allows 40mg/l of Oil & Grease as 50%tile
 
A new device "Smart Flow" has been installed on one of the low head pumps to reduce the water consumption to the bearings. The system is on trial for 3 months before an assessment is made if a second unit will be installed on the second pump, The water consumption to the bearings is supposed to be reduced by 67%.
 
2.         DIGESTER AREA
 
A new co-generation plant will be installed in the Digester area. The work has already started. Worley Parsons is the Alliance Partner. The flare will be relocated to the border with the golf course to make room for the generator. The capacity of the plant will be 1.4MW
 
3. SLUDGE DEWATERING PLANT
 
The sludge dewatering plant runs from Monday to Friday.
 
4.         SCRUBBERS / ODOURS
 
Refurbishment of the above ground scrubber has started. Majortech from Melbourne was awarded the contract.

  

5.         POTABLE WATER USE
 
SWC's Operating Licence requires Bondi STP to reduce its potable water consumption by 80% by 2009. The target is 5.7ML per month.
6.         OTHER ISSUES
There were some changes among Bondi personnel. 4 shift operators took redundancy and 4 shift operators will be transferred to Malabar STP. There is now a new day team comprising of 8 people, there duties will be to assist the shift operators as required. There will be on site only Monday to Friday and only during the day. All engineering and office work will be transferred to the new team.
