(iii)            L.E.C. Hearing 23 Nov.2007 re. 67 Henrietta St.

The applicants sought the Precinct’s support for the parking to be changed from the east to western side of Henrietta St. to increase the amount of on street parking.

(ii)             Pedestrian crossings and lighting issues
S.Anderson called for pedestrian lights at the western end of Victoria St. at Charing Cross. A scatter crossing was suggested.
P. Kenny said she had been in touch with Council re pedestrian crossing instead of wedges, between Bank and Bellagio’s and orange lighting instead of blue, outside St.Catherine’s in Mcpherson St. as exists outside Lugar Brae Church in Leichardt St.
 
Proposition: M.Main urge Council officers to consider options for traffic flow at both ends of the Precinct and orange lighting to improve visibility at night in McPherson St. outside St.Catherine’s School.
