Minutes of August Meeting: These were tabled/copies distributed. 
Endorsement held over allowing those 
present time to read and digest.

Matters arising:

. Les Wicks presented an update on the continuing Brothel issue, commending Councillor Sloan on her diligence in following through on this matter. The Brothel at 104 Ebley St has now submitted another application re: entrance / egress and hours of operation. Precinct has objected to this application and will continue to monitor the issue. 
. Bronte Road bus stop shelters: Precinct has discussed with Council the desirability of installing seats instead of what appears to be the proposed (poorly designed) bus shelters. Seats located under shop awnings giving greater shelter.
. Eastern Hotel: This hotel has applied to extend its licence for closing times from 3am to 5am. It is slightly complicated because the police have supported the application because the “universal” 3am closing has resulted in some street disturbances. The belief therefore being that staggered closing times of local hotels will reduce these problems. It appears however, that some other local hotels have expressed an interest in extending. Precinct has again forwarded its opposition to the Application. 
DCP 38. Nicole Stevens presented to the Chair a copy of Council’s response. D.C.P. 38 is a coordinated overview for planning shops in the local area. Precinct congratulated Council but noted the absence of the requested inclusion that Waste Collection should be subject to the same time limitations as deliveries in order to reduce overnight (midnight-7am) noise. The present early hours timing of this service is having a negative impact on nearby residents. The Chair read the response, which indicated Council has no plans to change collection times.

Les Wicks reminded the Meeting of requirements for Voting, General Business matters, the time limits on the speaking to Motions.

Brisbane Street. Les Wicks informed the Meeting that Ways is not buying this property. The contract has been withdrawn. 

Tony Reed Director of Public Works and Services.

Tony explained the scope of his position:
 Engineer for Council, 
 Responsible for Garbage Services
 Responsible for Place Management in Bondi Junction Precinct.
 S.E.S. Manager. Council is responsible for S.E.S. - owns all property and pays all bills. supplies all equipment.

Draft Graffiti Management Policy

Out on public exhibition for comment.

Tony presented a comprehensive overview of this document. Copies distributed to the meeting.
The Policy is based on study undertaken in U.K. Australia, U.S.A. and Europe. A major problem worldwide. It addresses both Legal and Illegal Graffiti. 
Four elements:

Identification: Opportunity to direct people away from destructive graffiti towards more art form work.

Removal: Major problem is the tagging element. Council will remove graffiti immediately on its own properties. On Government Utilities and private properties Council will identify ownership and offer to remove at cost. Offensive graffiti General Manager will have authority to remove at cost to owner.

Education/Awareness:

Prosecution

Council encourages “feedback”
Running costs for this program is $130.000 per annum, plus additional ongoing costs.
Les Wicks expressed appreciation for the research and consultation.

Questions:
Don Rugless “Is there any product available which can be painted over walls?”
Response: Yes, a clear lacquer may be painted to cover painted areas, “a sacrificial” layer.
Council is also looking to have Kits available for purchase.
Gordon Miller: “Is there provision for residents to inform Council of identified graffiti?”

Response:” Yes, phone Council and it will be recorded and placed on the Register.”

Two Issues re: Garbage/Cleansing
Collection times

Questions from the Chair:
“Has Council abandoned its plan to start commercial garbage collection half and hour earlier?”

Response: “Commercial Collection time is an issue in terms of what is the times for servicing the commercial properties. Council has individual contracts with Commercial properties. Eastgate loading dock is a problem.

Trucks exit the Waterloo Depot at 5.30am. Collection must be done in the early hours. Presently looking at feasibility of entering Spring St. about 5.45am. 
Imminent meeting between Tony Reed and Eastgate Management has been organised by Deborah Dawson.
Not possible for Precinct to attend but Tony hopeful of a reasonable outcome.

Question from the floor re: graffiti:
Tony Moses: ”What would Council’s reaction be to a call about graffiti on a real estate signboard bearing in mind that that board is owned by a ratepayer?”
Tony Reed: If explicitly rude, it will be removed. If graffiti is on a fixed structure then replacement of the structure e.g. “NO Standing” sign. 

Green Machine
Tony Reed 
The machine is noisy and Tony has commissioned an independent consultant to review noise levels and addressing it in terms of a silencing capacity within the existing manufacturing details. The plant meets E.P.A. guidelines in terms of sound emissions during background noise levels.
At present there is a full review of the Street Cleaning Unit. Changes to times of operation will not happen until possibly Easter 2006. Negotiations are usually lengthy. Council is moving to a new regime that will impact significantly on many of the Council workforce.

Cr Kerryn Sloan supported the residents’ appeal for consideration noting the negative impact of early noise.

Response: Tony will check on this matter and report back

Bondi Junction Traffic Study
Bondi Junction Precinct

Introduced by Les Wicks. Power point presentation by Eric Gyors.

Traffic in Waverley is a complicated issue and there is no co-ordinated plan. This Study is an opportunity for people to openly and freely discuss the issues.
Les Wicks then read the Preamble and General Principles.

Question

Tom White: “Has consideration been given to adding the need for some light rail between Bondi Junction and Bondi?”
Response: “Yes, it is included in the Study. Item 24.It is not included in the Preamble for that very reason, that it is an issue.”

Les advised that at no point did Council invite comments from residents so this is our only chance as residents to convey our opinions.
Les called for comments.
Cr Kerryn Sloan assured the meeting that she was more than willing to accept individual comments.

BONDI JUNCTION TRAFFIC STUDY 
BONDI JUNCTION PRECINCT 
SUBMISSION 

1. Bondi Junction Precinct 
The Precinct system is a fundamental means of two-way communication 
involving residents in Waverley. Bondi Junction Precinct is one of the 
largest and most active within the municipality with solid numbers 
attending each meeting. The Precinct Executive has over the years 
established a reputation as a highly professional, inclusive and realistic 
voice. Whilst the individuals change, there has been a remarkable 
consistency of approach. 
The executive has thoroughly discussed both general principles and 
individual suggestions with a recommendation attached to each. An entire 
meeting of the full Precinct in November was dedicated to this issue alone. 
Residents were notified by a flyer produced and distributed by Council. A 
web page was established to offer regularly updated suggestions and 
residents were also directed to existing council policies on its web page. 
Each individual submission was passed unanimously unless indicated 
otherwise. 
Traffic is a constant matter of debate in this area; the following 
principles are the result. Unfortunately Waverley Council, in calling for a 
study into the Traffic problems of Bondi Junction, do not mention the 
residents being a concern and obviously have little priority within their 
plans. 

2. Bondi Junction 

Waverley is far from typical in its transport profile. We have amongst the 
highest concentration of people in the country. Generally, the prosperity 
level is substantially higher. Because of the first and despite the 
second, Waverley also has very high levels of bike and public transport 
usage plus a huge amount of pedestrian activity. 
Waverley's demography is concentrated, flowing from the beaches, towards 
the city, and taking in Australia's most densely populated, and above 
average income Federal electorate. The transport profile is not typical, 
bus services & timetables inadequate & unattractive. Vehicle movements have 
overstretched the infrastructure. 
Many areas are already suffering from excessive motor vehicle movements. 

Bondi Junction is at the higher-level of the spectrum for all these 
observations. This is particularly so in Old South Head Rd, Oxford, Bondi, 
Bronte, Birrell, Denison, Newland, Ebley, Hollywood and Waverley Streets. 
Particularly busy times are from 3 PM through the evening peak and into the 
evening on Thursday and Friday nights. Weekends are consistently 
problematic. 
Traffic is funneled towards Bondi Junction, without care or planning to 
what happens at the CBD. Visitors to Waverley use public & private 
transport, without knowledge of the parking problems associated with Bondi 
Junction and Bondi Beach. Better planning of arterial networks can take 
this into account. 
Bondi Junction is a huge business and retail centre. But both policy and 
demand have ensured that it is also the location of thousands of 
households. All planning for this area must take into account the 
residential needs and aspirations as a core issue. Many houses and units 
have no off street parking. In various areas, there are already many less 
on street parking spaces than there are households. Whilst this current 
ratio is arguably sensible and in line with the Waverley Transportation 
Policy, any further reduction will have disastrous effects on locals who 
depend on these spaces for their own use, visitors, medical care and home 
repairs. 

3. General Principles 

Motor vehicles have become an intrinsic part of 21st-century life. The 
vast majority of people will continue to make use of their vehicle on a 
number of occasions whether to meet special work requirements, raise 
children, answer disability needs or to visit inaccessible places. There 
are many places in Sydney, which are built to accommodate (even demand) use 
of the motor vehicle for every excursion beyond the front gate. Waverley is 
not one of them, can never be so and is not the area to live for those 
committed to that lifestyle. 
Waverley was sub-divided in the 1880's and, by and large, expanded without 
planning for the future. 
The current Waverley Transportation Policy is a practical, gradualist and 
long-term answer. In fact, it is the only long-term answer. No one is 
advocating an "anti-car" policy. But there is little point everyone 
driving everywhere when the end result is gridlock. Increasingly in 
Waverley, people will make less trips in their vehicles, adjust household 
vehicle ownership per household and a growing number of households will 
abandon private vehicles altogether. Fewer trips by motor vehicles will 
mean faster trips when they do occur. 
To diverge from this policy will add an immense cost burden to Council. 
Ratepayers face ongoing high fuel prices (not taking into account future 
hybrid, electrical, natural gas alternatives). Experts argue the trend will 
be towards fewer trips and smaller cars, reducing road pressures. 
Environmental benefits, both macro and local, obviously flow from 
gradualist discouragement policies. Alternative, more attractive public 
transport & vehicle restrictions similar to London & Singapore will have to 
be considered. 
There are some interests that will argue for accommodation of demand 
rather than gradualist discouragement. It has become a truism to state 
that each successive expansion of the road network in metropolitan areas 
across the globe only serve to relieve congestion in the short term and 
often only relocate bottlenecks. Waverley is an old area with narrow 
streets and densely packed populations. Any move to expand road access 
will always have vast consequences for the residents nearby. For only 
transient gains, there is no justification for inflicting this hurt to the 
social fabric of Bondi Junction. Residents have been through a period of 
extreme stress over recent years with massive redevelopments in the area. 
They are still seeking redress of many issues that still damage their 
quality of life. No planning authority would reasonably seek to inflict 
any more harm on this somewhat battered population. 
Those arguing for accommodation of demand must be clear that major changes 
can no longer be win-win. Their arguments must balance the costs against 
what is doomed to be short-term benefit. 
Any focus on accommodation of demand in Bondi Junction, even if successful 
in the short-term, presents huge problems to the whole municipality as 
feeder roads (Oxford, Bondi, Bronte, Old South Head) are already at 
capacity for long periods. This will only get worse as new residential 
areas around Alexandria, Green Park etc continue to grow and Cross City 
tunnel flows increase. An Eastern Suburbs-wide traffic study will have to 
take into account the increased population trends affecting upon the 
Council's boundaries. 
With some very few exceptions (listed below) Bondi Junction Precinct is 
opposed to any road widening, unblocking sealed off roads, expansion of 
parking stations in the town centre or removal of existing on-street 
parking opportunities. 
All arms of government should be focused on providing: 
emplace direct access from Interchange to Bondi Junction Mall Town Square 
project takes this into account. 
Restore previous CityRail services in off-peak evening and weekends 
maintaining current CityRail daytime service 
improve and extend bus services (especially Late night services) 
assist on-time bus running by extending bus lanes 
provide bike lanes that are safe for riders and pedestrians 
maintain pedestrian priority 
extend pedestrian access routes 

As co-author of the Preamble and General Principles Les Wicks moved acceptance.
Seconded: Eric Gyors
Carried with one against.

INDIVIDUAL/SPECIFIC MOTIONS
TRAFFIC & TRANSPORT IN BONDI JUNCTION 

1. After direct access from the bus/rail interchange to Mall is in place 
(Rowe St.), consideration could be given to allowing direct ingress/egress 
to the Westfield car park from the Syd Einfeld Drive, via two new ramps - 
costs for these to be borne by Westfield, possibly in conjunction with the 
RTA. Under no circumstances should this measure, if adopted, be undertaken until the pedestrian 

access to the Mall via Rowe St. has been completed, as doing 
so would cause unquantifiable commercial losses to non-Westfield 
businesses. In addition there would also have to be some form of 
compensatory measures put in place to protect the viability of shops 
outside of the Westfield centre. It is imperative that Council & the Bondi 
Junction Committee make the fast-tracking the Rowe St. access a high 
priority. By necessity funding would have to come either from Council or 
possibly from a State Government grant. 

Eric spoke to this item. The present situation is the result of the Westfield 
Development. Therefore the problem has to be solved in league with them. The 
only answer to the viability of the small shop/business people is to have 
the Rowe Street solution as it was originally planned. 
Tom Wharton spoke in favour of the Motion agreeing that something of this 
order is essential.

2. The Bondi Junction Precinct requests, on behalf of the residential and 
commercial sectors, that all future studies of traffic flow within Waverley 
LGA take into account the wishes and aspirations of residents.

3 The Bondi Junction Precinct further requests that the impact of 
traffic management proposals be fully discussed with residents prior to 
their introduction.

4 As the Westfield Centre's overdeveloped nature is the cause of 
many of he current traffic problems, Westfield should be a major part of 
any solution, which in turn would help assure continued public support and 
patronage for the centre and the small businesses therein. 

Eric Gyors spoke to this item. 
Les Wicks explained that these motions were designed as "broad-brush " as 
possible to give everyone an opportunity to comment.

5. The Hollywood Street car park ingress/egress needs to be fully closed at 
night (9pm - 6am) to reduce traffic, noise & pollution in the surrounding 
residential streets, as per the original plan.

Carried unanimously 

6. There should be no free parking offered in Westfield car parks at any 
time. 
(This proposal has mixed support from the Precinct Executive, as several 
members believe that a removal of the 2 hour free parking would have a 
major negative impact on the small traders within the Westfield centre, 
which is contrary to the general objectives of the Precinct). 

Les Wicks explained effects of current free parking on residents and 
business. It gives Westfield business an unfair advantage as there is no 
such provision elsewhere. It attracts cars into the area. 
Gordon Miller: "What are Eastgate parking hours?. Every shopping Centre in 
the world provides parking . People parking in Westfield also shop in the 
Mall and Eastgate" 
 
April O'Keefe :"People will come whether it's free or not" 
Tom White: "Residents would appreciate continuation of free parking leaving 
street parking available for them." 
Gordon Miller agreed with this comment. 
Tom Wharton spoke in favour of some free parking 

Motion withdrawn. 

7. Bus travel could be greatly enhanced if Westfield offered a free 
assistance service helping the elderly and vulnerable at the Oxford Street 
bus stops for certain periods of the day, perhaps during an advertised 
three hours, each week. 
(When car park works were undertaken at Eastgardens, Westfield implemented 
a pooled delivery service where shoppers could, buy goods from different 
retailers and then get them all delivered along with any groceries at a 
certain location for collection - a similar arrangement here would be a 
great encouragement for reduced vehicular access to Bondi Junction.

Response: Les Wicks: The R.T,A. will not allocate time to move one traffic 
light. Peter Moscatt and Les Wicks have approached Paul Pearce (Local Member) 
with a view to his intervention.

8. Consideration of free bus services and/or joint STA/Westfield promotions 
of these would further encourage alternative access methods, thus reducing 
traffic. 
Gordon Miller: "Has there been an check with City of Sydney re: the free city 
bus route?" 
Response: It came up after this draft.

Carried unanimously 

9. Westfield should install prominent public transport access signage 
throughout its centre
. 
Tom White agreed wholeheartedly. 
Gordon Miller concurred, reiterating that the Rowe St. access to Bondi 
Junction is vital. 
Marcia West expressed the general public's great need of multiple signs to 
the Post Office. Still hidden from view. 
Les Wicks reminded the meeting that Medicare is set to move into Westfield.

Query: Does this not contravene "Conditions of Consent?" 
Eric Gyors: Bus timetables should be available at the concierge desks in 
Westfield.

Carried unanimously 

10. Ann St . traffic flow to be one-way, heading north and Gray St. traffic 
flow one-way heading west. It is currently too narrow to accommodate 
two-way truck movements. By doing this an additional three parking spaces 
could be created to assist local businesses. 

Gordon Miller spoke against the item, siting the difficulty some large 
vehicles have negotiating narrow Gray Street. 
Tom White spoke against, identifying the potential problems to pedestrians 
crossing . 
Motion withdrawn 

11. Community/Precinct consultation is an absolute must, without which any 
conclusions derived from studies or consultant's reports are useless. 
Precinct/Community input should be weighted according to the responses 
received, at least on a par with consultant's recommendations.

12. Many European cities, which were built hundreds of years ago, have very 
narrow streets, which are not conducive to motor vehicles. Yet they 
accommodate these in a much more workable manner than we appear to do.

13. There should be no re-opening of any closed sections of roads or road 
widening measures, as this will not improve traffic flow. The current 
problem is so severe that any such measures would have zero or at best 
minimal impact and may, in fact, even worsen the situation by attracting 
more traffic.

14. There is a need for a pedestrian crossing at the Bronte Rd. entrance to 
Westfield, which is a safety requirement, particularly as many elderly 
people use this intersection, there being a medical centre on the corner of 
Oxford and Spring Streets. 

Steven Cohen suggested a pedestrian island be placed in Bronte Rd. between 
Spring St. and Oxford. 
General discussion ensured and 
The Motion failed to be put. 

15. The bus/taxi section of Grosvenor (near Westfield) is often used by 
private vehicles. Stricter policing of this section is required, as it is a 
'high pedestrian' area.

Carried unanimously with the recommendation it be passed on to the Police. 

16. Any attempt at changing traffic flows to be uni-directional (i.e. the 
creation of one-way streets), where they currently are bi-directional is to 
be avoided at all costs.

17. No further 'on-street' parking is to sacrificed to accommodate traffic 
flows, as this is not likely to assist traffic amelioration and will cause 
more problems for local residents and their visitors.

18. The parking meter issue is also an important part of the problem. Its 
current implementation is counter productive to help non-Westfield 
businesses staying viable, particularly those that operate after hours, 
such as restaurants. A viable restaurant precinct could encourage later 
trading by other businesses and as a whole, bring more life (and safety) 
back into the Junction after 6 pm, particularly in the West-End of the 
Junction. Therefore the Precinct Executive urgently advocates for all 
parking meters in Bondi Junction to be turned off between the hours of 6 pm 
and 9 am. 
Eric Gyors: Attended Council Meeting last night where this matter was 
discussed. "Council did not serve us well" The Motion was lost. The Council 
vote being 4 for / 7 against. A purely political decision. 
Les Wicks: The rational of this Motion is for support of restaurants leading 
to a more viable "after hours" Junction. 
He is however voting against Motion on grounds that residents returning home 
late from work will have greater difficulty finding space. Space will simply be taken by night Westfield workers 

& given Thu/Fri/Sat nights are overcrowded with cars we need a discouragement.

19. Commercial delivery vehicle hours should be proscribed, where possible, 
in an attempt to take that component of traffic out of the peak hour 
periods (this is only a minor issue, but all avenues that could lead to 
improvement for local residents should be considered). 
This Motion is part of the DCP 38

20. During the hours when the bus depot at the Centennial park end of 
Oxford St. is largely empty, the possibility exists of using, at least, 
part of the area as a consumer/commuter car park, with a continuous 
mini-bus shuttle service between it and the Mall and then on to Westfield. 
This could be run by Council, at a profit, on a 'park & ride charge 
basis', with a private (preferably free) contributory arrangement with the 
STA - alternatively the STA could run the service. This would 
also benefit the traders on the Western-End of the Junction as the service 
could make multiple stops along the way.

General discussion raised the probable impossibility of the venture 
considering current security, safety issues. 
Motion lost. 

21. Shared pedestrian and bike areas are dangerous at best and should be 
confined to minimal locations - definitely not in the Mall, as is 
currently designated. In lieu of this, certain segments of roads (such as 
Spring St. & Oxford St. East) could be bike-specific to allow bike riders 
unimpeded and safe access/egress to the Junction, without causing any 
danger to pedestrians - in particular the elderly or young children..

22. The usage level of the upper 2 levels of the Eastgate car park should 
be examined - in the past the top 2 levels were relatively empty. If this 
is still the case, there exists the possibility of a valet parking/shuttle 
service to & from Westfield & the West-End shops. The reason the top 2 
floors were under-utilised was because drivers found it difficult to get 
there and once there it presented a long way to have to travel with bags 
of shopping. A valet/mini-bus service would make these levels more useable 
& help reduce the gridlock of cars circling, waiting to get in and out of 
the Westfield car park. Similarly statistics on the usage of the Library 
car park should be examined. If this area is found to be under-utilised 
then perhaps a similar strategy could be applied here. 
Paula Gallagher spoke against this Motion, siting the contradiction of 
Precinct labouring to support the small shopkeepers and at the same 
supporting a system to draw them away from Eastgate and surrounding 
business.

23. To encourage people to find shops outside Westfield, there should be more
maps of the streets of Bondi Junction placed in the mall and at the exits 
of the train station (similar to maps in the Metro stations in Paris). Bus 
stops could also be noted on these maps.

24. Many European cities, which were built hundreds of years ago, have very 
narrow streets, which are not conducive to motor vehicles.

There should be emplaced a quiet, safe and frequent light rail system 
emplaced. This must either be government owned or operating under 
government fare equality.

Speaker for: Gaby Haumesser 
Speakers against: Steven Cohen and Tom White. Roads are too narrow, general 
traffic and light rail sharing space not feasible. 
Comment: April O'Keefe. The only way it will work would be in a dedicated 
lane.
