1.  New Year’s Eve Events Feedback
Bobbi McIlwraith (Council’s Divisional Manager, Bondi and Beaches) outlined the summer safety campaign:  alcohol-free zones; safety issues; with a set of before and after photos and during events for Christmas day and New Year’s Eve at Bondi Beach and Dudley Page Reserve.

ISSUES:  Traffic build up after midnight from Watsons Bay and Vaucluse – were Dover Heights road closures for too long a period?  There was a problem with people parking in Portland St – clearway signs were ignored and boats still parked there.  Ron Nothman suggested the clearway for 3 days prior to get rid of the boats.  Ron Nothman said there was a need for more toilets (as there were long queues for the ladies) and that more kids’ rides were needed.  John Lewis suggested they should charge for kids (at present, free under 12 years).

Family friendly feedback – some international visitors.

Half the tickets sold in advance, half on the night (Bondi beach event was sold out in advance). 

Issue as to whether can pre-sell bus tickets or have combined bus event ticket.  Sydney Buses wants to charter the situation.

Noted that Bondi Beach is now heritage listed.

2.  Minutes of last meeting discussed:
         Green waste bins – Cr Kay said new bins to be rolled out in March for start of use in April

         Buses – Cr Betts said Sydney Buses were reviewing all bus routes

         Capital works – issue of spending of Section 94 contributions in vicinity of new work.  Question as to what could be done with large contributions from new houses in Dover heights with money in our area.  Proposal to canvas ideas at next precinct meeting.

         John Lewis raised the issue of the poor condition of footpaths in Military Rd and Hardy St. and the two pedestrian routes to south from Dover Heights.

         Precinct Review – precinct to make submission on new precinct boundaries, to follow from ward distribution in North Bondi.  Suggested that North Bondi and Rose Bay combine and areas like Victory St. go to Dover Heights.

3.  Issues raised by and with the Mayor:
         Redevelopment plans for Waverley Oval pavilion which has to be replaced.  The Mayor said that the Green Square incinerator plant had been sold and it was planned to sell the Depot there in two stages, half in 5 years and half in 10 years.

         “No Camping” signs for streets like Loombah Rd

         Council’s court case RE: driveway through Tamarama park

         Traffic congestion at Bondi Rd, Watson St and Kemeny’s car park

         Mayor meets with residents on Monday and Wednesday afternoons.

         Caffyn Park – triangular island needs attention.  Fence at west of park was to be replaced.  Children’s play equipment to be replaced in future.
