4. Transport:

Souls Chemists, which at present is "set down" only.

Motion: That Waverley Council Traffic Committee investigates the possibility of altering the timing of traffic lights on the corner of Oxford Street & Hollywood Avenue, to allow pedestrians to cross without waiting interminable, and discourage the dangerous crossing against the lights.

Motion: That Waverley Council takes action concerning the bus shelter on the southern side of Oxford Street, outside the Waverley Bus Depot to (a) make the shelter weather proof, and remove the adverting panel, and replace it with a clear glass panel for safety reasons. (letter to Waverley Council & State Transit sent 6/11 attached)

Proposed: April O'Keefe & Seconded: Gordon Miller.....passed unanimously
