1) Tamarama Plan of Management

2) Traffic:
a) Concern expressed re. the use of driveways being used for parking.

They are public land and part of our footpaths and so as a matter of safety should not be used as parking spaces. 
b) Read St.
Becoming unbearable and dangerous in regard to traffic flow.
3) Comfort and convenience:

Resting places are important so people can enjoy the area in which they live.
Over a period of time seats have been removed. This is a concern and the following motion will be presented to Council.
Motion: Bronte precinct requests that the seat removed from Thompson St. Tamarama be reinstated.
