Hunter St Double Dual Occupancy DA
Howard Levine: Whole of Hunter St united against a DA, 7-9 Hunter St.

Current owner wants to put up 4 townhouses – 2 per block (double block with one title.)

Demolish existing structure and build 2 x double occupancies. Each with garage entry with a basement garage – of 2 cars.

Mark Levett: 2 x 700 sq metres – subdivide into 2 titles and then put each 2 into separate torrens titles. 

JL: State Govt would “love” this, but Council will be obliged to pass the 2 double occupancies

Nothing to stop the duals – but will probably oppose further titles.

Jimmy Pozarik: 100 % of residents, raised money and commissioned a solicitor and a town planner.

Solicitor: (Bruce Wolff) Dover Heights supposed to retain its character. Went up and down precinct looking at styles and existing duals – not 1 in precinct like this DA.

JL: If Council, objects, it goes to Land and Environment.

Miriam GJ: Architect is Brian Myerson really knows rules and ways of Waverley.

Councillors will probably have to OK but will obviously look at ways of making best plan

Cr Coburn: Every planning decision – land use – Is advice from a planning point of view?
JL: Brian Myerson is probably most experienced architect in locality.

Best chance is to get “best” result – and best achieved by consultation with Council and residents – gets out of control if it goes to court.

Constraints are set but still arguable.

Councillors: DCP is a guideline.

JL: Can design to code or design to effect. Bigger risk.

HL: DCP quoted “maintain character”.

JL: Solicitor’s advice is one of mitigating damage. Dual all through Loombah.

ML: Councillors are realists – nor defeatists.

JL: Get Mayor to broker a best result for everyone.

Mark: Wants it to go away. But meeting advice is to work on getting a best result.

Miriam: Can argue about floor space and design. DCP is a guideline but not “law”. Assessors give report of issues including DCP.

BW: Fails “Scale” fails “detached character” – out of DCP.
