Queens Park Precinct Minutes

1. Apologies: None given. Kerryn Sloan Councillor present; Mora Main, Mayor arrived during the meeting. 


2. Police Report. (Constable Fiona O’Brien Crime Prevention Officer – Waverley Police)
Within the last three months:
 29 year old Bondi man was( arrested over firearm offences and has been charged.
 Peeping tom has been( reported in the area. Residents have been asked to look out for any suspicious people.
 One incident of steal from person at Westfield.(
 Numerous( incidents of DUI in the area.
 Only one incident in Queens Park of break and( enter. 

3. Centennial Park Report (Provided by Amanda Bok).
( Paved walk way around the western perimeter of the park is in the park’s master plan. However the funding will not be available until next financial year.
( A question was raised regarding who was responsible for the land outside the fence of the park.
 It was mentioned that the entrances into the park from( Queens Park road and opposite Moriah College are very eroded. It was suggested that matting be put down to stop erosion.
 The locking of the toilets in QP( was discussed. The meeting was told that the rangers should lock them at sunset.
 Bicycles infringements inside Centennial Park such as speeding and( large numbers (greater than16) of cyclists were discussed. Demand for enforcement of regulations
 There will be a concert on 3rd December.(
( Discussion on movement of cricket game that had been booked to play on Parade Ground.

4. Minutes of previous General Meeting.

Discussion regarding Motion 3. This was amended to remove reference to Moriah College. The motion will now read “The Queens Park Precinct Committee urges that pedestrian crossings be established for better access to Queens Park and Centennial Park.” Passed unanimously.

RESPONSE:- 1. If they are talking about York Road they need the RTA to approve. A few years ago we tried to get a pedestrian crossing and as it did not meet the RTA Warrant it was rejected by the RTA.

5. Business arising from previous meeting. 

From Motion 1 (regarding paved walkway on western perimeter of Queens Park) was discussed as above.
From Motion 2 (objection to rezoning of 55 York St) Cr Kerryn Sloane spoke of a visit to the site of the proposed child minding centre. There are elements of the site that have safety issues. Cr. Sloane won’t be supporting this application. The land did not need rezoning. John Gilbert commented that there are over 300 children on waiting lists in this area and many of the people coming to this meeting are not the parents of young children.

From Motion 3 (regarding the pedestrian crossings into Centennial Park) already discussed as above.
From Motion 4 (The selling off of the Arnold Street Site). The meeting was informed by Cr. Sloane that the views of the precinct will be taken into account regarding this issue in the future. This area known as Lot 2 will be discussed at next Tuesday’s council meeting as part of the investment strategy. At this stage there is no pressure to sell off this block of land. Cr. Sloane stated that she was not keen to sell off the land. 


6. Correspondence

Correspondence received regarding Moriah College: Issue regarding the planned egress out of the college, parents dropping off students and turning up Denison Street.

7. Discussion regarding present and future traffic issues around Moriah College took place at this point. 

8 Council’s heritage plan. Notice in the mail had alerted residents that the area is to become a heritage conservation zone, which will preserve streetscape, trees and frontages. Discussion ensued regarding likely increased cost of alterations and additions. Mr Winder warned that under the DCP there are presently a number of exemptions such as pulling out kitchens and building 1.8m boundary zone. These exemptions will not apply under heritage conditions. Ian Close spoke and will make further enquiries.

General discussion regarding additional costs, environmental issues, bureaucracy practicalities.

It was suggested that individuals who are concerned put in their own submissions which must be submitted by 25th January 2006.
Mora Main (Mayor) addressed the meeting regarding the proposed changes. 

9. The “No Stopping” zone issue in Newland Street was discussed. 
MOTION:

THAT this meeting of Queens Park Precinct residents protest strongly to the Council at the lack of warning or any prior consultation with residents before installation of the “No Stopping” signs in Newland Street.

THAT the “No Stopping” signs recently erected in Newland Street between Birrell Street and Queens Park Road be replaced by No Standing” signs in order that residents and their visitors stopping briefly in that street not be made liable to unnecessary penalties for traffic infringement.

Moved Michael Ahrens, 2 Peter Cohen. Discussion.

Amendment moved by Gwyn Young, Matthew Smythe “That the no stopping signs recently installed be replaced by No Standing signs between Cuthbert St and Queens Park Rd and be removed completely between Cuthbert St and Birrell St so that no parking restrictions should apply on the eastern side of Newland St in that block. (carried 8 for, 2 against )

Motion as amended Passed: For 10 Against 0

11. Revised Tree Policy. Council still will take comments regarding the tree policy. 

12. General Business…York Road crossing was discussed. There are pedestrian refuges on York Road but not pedestrian crossings.

Moriah College meeting with college discussed. Have been trying to organise a meeting for the last 6 months. Michael Ahrens will contact the college again.

Geoff Stevenson brought up issue of illuminated NRMA sign that has been erected in Isabella St without a DA Isabel Street.
Order issued Cuthbert St and Burke St balcony to be removed. .
