Peter Brennan addressed the meeting about DAs

Specifically:


· spoke generally about the DA process

· Spoke about 5 Read St and “where to from here” re the process. Peter was careful not to speak to the specifics of the DA as it was in the process of being assessed.

· 17 objections had been received and have been forwarded to planning officer

· After initial assessment will be referred to Council’s Development Control Committee on which all Councillors sit

· It will then be referred to IHAP

· The property will then be inspected and the final decision made

· The process of the application can be tracked on Council’s website

· Possibly going to the DCC in April.

249 Birrell St

· Application is on exhibition

· Once received more than 6 objections will be referred to the DCC

· Planning officer assigned and will inspect the site including from neighbouring sites.

· The heritage significance of the site is recognised and will be taken in consideration as part of the process.

· New application and plans submitted after 18 months of deliberation

DCC and Role

· Development control plans and LEP are considered and everything is assessed against these controls in close detail

· LEP is considered and the DA must be compliant

· The decision is made on merit and can only appeal against the final decision if there is an error in law

· Council’s test is how the DA impacts the community

IHAP

· Meets monthly

· An assessment report supplied

· Applicant and objectors meet to air their concerns

· IHAP deliberates in private and prepares recommendations to Council

Loopholes - Section 96

· Mechanism for development consent modification

· Common abuse of Sect. 96 eg retrospective consent often where there is a departure from approved development consent

· Once DA has been approved, have 5 years to fulfil DA

Bronte Character Study

· Null and void now given State government legislation

· Heritage items and conservations zones less likely to be protected under State Government

· Not a lot of heritage listed properties in Waverley so we need to fight to keep what we have

· Clr Tony Kay emphasised that if residents feel that a development is not compliant, they should call the compliance officer, rangers or Councillors.
