FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
CAMPAIGN FOR QUIET!
In the past few months the following responses have come through to our issues:
 No more roadwork & building work at night. No further response.
 “The Green Machine” is still starting at 5am. We asked for 7am, we’re told it will change to 6am, but when? 
Council failed to meet its own deadline of October on this now proven to be excessively noisy machine. 

 There has been no offer of help from Council in addressing midnight-6am noise from private garbage contractors. 
Precinct discovered Council officers were now considering a proposal to start its commercial collection 30mins earlier! 
We have had no response to our objections.

 Precinct co-convenors and Cr Kerryn Sloan had a very positive meeting with Westfield’s manager, 
Tim Roberts, and has largely succeeded in stopping overnight deliveries there. 
Still under consideration is a raft of Westfield complaints. They are leaking light and noise from the aboveground carpark. Ventilation plants continue to disturb the suburb & need proper noise insulation. 
Loose grates and speed humps drive residents crazy. 
The Waverley Street exit is a little safer, but not everyone is satisfied. 
Westfield management will not consider closing Hollywood entry points at night. 

 DCP 38 giving a co-ordinated approach to Retail developments has been passed. 
This should reduce over time noise from night deliveries, Precinct suggestions re waste collection times remains under 
consideration. Council will not change parking arrangements in Spring St as suggested by Precinct.

DEVELOPMENT APPLICATIONS
At the last meeting motions were passed concerning developments at 31-33 Botany, 
the Meriton tower & 72 Mill Hill. We await determinations. 

OXFORD ST BUS STOPS
Thanks to the intervention from Cr Peter Moscatt the extended bus bays are now in place. 
Precinct was unsuccessful in its attempt to discuss what seating/shelter provisions were being planned.
