2) Councillors Questions and information:
Cr. Strewe offered information re. The Tamarama Plan of Management
Cliff stabilisation in the area
Recycling up 150 tonnes a month wastage down.
Bore water will be used in Waverley oval.
Q: Has the footprint for the Tamarama kiosk been finalised?
A: No. Cr. Strewe emphasised that she will remain and active on this matter.
Q: Have you read the Waverley Council Financial report?
A: yes
Q: Re the use of section 96 in Development applications.
A: Aware that this is being used more often now.
Q: Should we start again regarding the T.P.O.M. Bush care not consulted enough?
A: Cr. Copeland acknowledged that there is a great deal of anger re. various aspects of the report, takes note of this and will be vigilant in this matter.
Q: Why is correspondence sent to Council on any matter very rarely replied to?
A: Crs. Strewe and Copeland said they would look into this matter.

3) Reports:
a/Traffic:
Much concern and anger was expressed by residents regarding the blitz taking place by parking officers.
Parking signs have been removed in Bayview St.
Motion: Bronte Precinct requests the three No Stopping signs on the Eastern side of Bayview St. be reinstated. Illegal parking is preventing STA buses using this area.

Pedestrian safety has become a problem in marine Drive.
Motion: Bronte Precinct requests Waverley Traffic Committee revisit the Bondi Beach and Bronte 40KMHHigh Pedestrian Activity Area and include Tamarama marine Drive/Bronte Marine Drive.
Proposer: Jean O’Regan Seconder Jan Raynor
It was emphasised by the traffic representative that she is happy to listen to any traffic problems residents may have and seek solutions.

b/ Development Applications:
Development Applications in the Waverley area are becoming larger and more intrusive; this is causing the loss and privacy and decreasing the quality of life for many residents.
Concern was also expressed regarding the notification of neighbours in building applications, e.g: a house in our precinct was extensively altered, work was completed in December 2005, and the notification for this DA was presented to neighbours in January 2006

4) Hewlett St. Reserve:
No progress has taken place in this matter.

5) General Business:
A/Sydney Private Clinic: Residents expressed their dissatisfaction with the process and their discomfort involved in this development, they have continually complained to Waverley Council and asked for assistance in this matter but feel they are getting nowhere.
It was decided to express their dissatisfaction, via printed notices, at the next full Council Meeting.
Motion: Residents express their complete dissatisfaction with the response of Council Officers to their repeated requests that Council do something about the Sydney Clinic/s breach of condition 3 of the development consent L.98/2002. in their continual installation of multiple A/C units on the roof of the main clinic building and other buildings. Specifically Condition 3.The Bronte Precinct move that council officers immediately examine this matter and take effective action

B/Commercial Fitness groups and Personal trainers:
Bronte reserve is a passive recreation area; this has been abused by the use of the park and pool by organised groups.
The actions of these groups are under consideration by Council at the moment. 
A submission has been presented to Council in regard to this matter

C/ Illegal parking and Tree removal in Tamarama Reserve;
Photos were provided of healthy shrub and tree removal in Tamarama reserve.
Photos provided of a car parked in Tamarama Park.
An explanation for both theses actions will be sought from Council.


D/Green Wast collection:
The current storage in unwaxed cardboard boxes is inappropriate for the collection of green waste in wet weather.
Motion: Bronte Precinct requests that the biodegradable bags currently employed by Council parks and gardens staff be specified as suitable for ‘loose “garden waste collection. Precinct also requests that council make these bags available to residents on request.
