Meeting commenced at 7:35pm.

Discussion:
Show of Hands
In Favour of extension of license: 0 against: 20-30 
Cr Betts: asked Nicole Stevens, who had sent council circular. 
Nicole replied it was written by Councils Community Worker Children’s Services.

JL: Council doc. concerned largely those of lower socio-economic spectrum
This will be higher priced.

Issues at 7 Lancaster Rd
Noise
Traffic
Lack of privacy
Drop off noise

Tanya Gillerman (5 Lancaster): Recalled last proposal from 13 to 28. – petition etc.
Council knocked it back largely for traffic reasons.
Lancaster Rd is a funny shape also
Also rejected by Land and Environment Court
Now applying for 21 but “everything is the same as before”
Nothing changed – why “going again”
New dimension – Operators moving out – challenge nature of 2a zoning
50 on petition and 20 separate objections this time.

No 7 is between Gilbert St and OSH Rd – southern side – elevated from road. No drop off or pick up area 
- dangerous and traffic blocking
- no graded access – only via stairs raised with council.

Gael Hammer: (22 Lancaster) “déjà vu” – meetings on site – rejected
Now second application but with lower number.
If rejected again is process unending? .

Cr Betts: Anybody can apply as often as they want.

Tony Gillerman: Judge rejected but left door open.
Kath Kuo: but a Manly application with lower number had drop off access

Phil Abram: (9 Lancaster) newly arrived – pick up people park anywhere – across his driveway – preventing his wife from taking his small children to school.
JL: put up barricade
PA: unsure about who owns some of the access.

Tony Kay: Contact council to log complaints – record available to council when under consideration.

JL: Individual letters have more weight than a single petition.

John Christie: have written to council.
Glenys Christie – (16 Northcote) If numbers increase will there be need for 2 outside sessions – noise has increased over time
Noise is from parents as well as children.

TG: “traffic expert” formed conclusion on a survey on 2nd Sept 2005 – people measuring
Were inexpert – non –English speaker –could not understand any questions.

Noise report: proposes to build very high walls – occupants already increasing height by half a metre. Paling fence useless to cut sound.

Fence cannot exceed 1.8 metres. – Council will send ranger to check on fence – 
Report could not really measure noise of children because of construction at 5, but levels
were “all ok”.

JL: Acoustic reports can be slanted – but there are prescribed levels.
Thinks that 1 ¼ hours a day for outside play is too short anyway.
Valerie Saffer: Council recommendations of 1 ½ hour each.

TG: centre does not satisfy recommended position

PC: if wanting to sell, when can you view property without noise.

KK: pictures and timings of people parked across drive and staying for up to 20 minutes.
Screaming comes from teachers as well as children. Inappropriate position.

Motion: DH precinct request Council to reject application to increase LICENSE 
Proposed: Tanya Gillerman Seconded: John Christie
Carried unanimously.

New Years Eve – Geoff Reinhard – Waverley Council

Last meeting – talked generally about problems at Dudley Page Reserve.
Managed event – progressed – firm proposal – looked at tomorrow night at council subcommittee.

Proposal: general support from last meeting
Features:

1. licensed - 1pm to 1am – 8pm to just after midnight – music more intense – but not much louder
2. food and craft stalls
3. some entertainment – DJ –in marquee – noise output strictly controlled
4. some carnival rides

Ticketed $10 / person $25/family – under 18 and arriving together.
Tickets in advance or on night – ID required if necessary (age – licensing requirements)
Coloured bracelets – given – children different colour to adults
“Controlled environment:” – anticipates 2.5 thousand – sales up to 5,000 but believes 2.5

Security 1:100 people – depends on numbers – more toilets – mobile security across Waverley – depending on need – includes Caffyn park – what about those transferring from DP to CP. Extra lighting and porterloos and security

Clearway along Military Rd etc – advertised – as well as promoting access only by public transport. – keeping it local

Cleaning – contract cleaning service part of event – during and after – to render reserve spotless by dawn next day,

Communication: all residents nearby will be letterboxed – complaints officer with a 1300 advertised number will be on duty.

2.4 meter chain wire fence around 3 sides and 1.2 metre “pool” type fence along western – viewing side.

JL: walkway on southern side – down in a dip – will it be closed off – used as toilet etc in past.
Drinks in glasses or plastic,

GR: difficult to fence 

JL block off 
GR: extra police presence will help – also locals might want to use access.

JL: Are we paying to cover costs – or to make revenue? 
GR: Probably neither – 
JL: “damage control”
GR – linked to Bondi Beach event which will raise money to help cover costs.

GR free access – previous problems

Denise Jackson: Bracelets don’t work – use unreproducible stamps – bracelets will fail
GR happy to take back idea of stamping rather bracelets 
Brandon Saul – experienced operator – uses latest techniques.

Robert Harvey: Thinks that Caffyn Park is underestimated – will be large transfer – but we will all know better in January,
How will security guards be identified and what is their jurisdiction?
In park – on roadways?

GR: Security – clearly uniformed. Police will deal with problems outside venue.
Over 100 police on duty in district over NYE.
Expect police to work closely with security.

RH: will be increased presence because of influx of those not paying at DP.

GR: thinks that arrangements will deter “backpacker” – younger people.
Thinks they will not know where Caffyn Park is.
Anna Rosenwax: What about people arriving before 1pm 
GR: is being considered at the meeting.
Once open – security will be able to move.

T Isacowitz: opposite DP. What will advertising be like to tell of changes to larger community.
GR: Is being considered – all available media outlets will be used. – notified to precinct.

TI: height of rides – marquees – how much will they reduce residents views?
GR: may affect some resident’s harbour outlook – relatively small.
JL: structural concerns – reservoir after all – liaise with Sydney Water.
Council should nominate the upper limit of ticket sales penalize any over sales.
Organiser does not want big numbers”

Richard Morris: what are public transport provisions.
Nicole Stevens: Bondi Beach buses numbers based on number of tickets sold there.
GR will check and include in information to precinct.

Kathy Kuo - why do we need rides – local?
$25 family ticket could be too broad.
By 7:30am Lancaster Rd is blocked –cars park everywhere.
Thinks that more will come with cars than in previous years.

GR: relying on police to enforce traffic rules – more effective policing this year.
Trying to promote as “family function”

TA: What will hours for Military Rd – not closing it at all – unless a situation arose.
Flow through, with clearway

JL: Thanked GR – mentioned representation of Ron Nothman.

Arising from Minutes:

ML: discussed Portland St Boat Parking – referred to additions to minutes. – combination of “too hard” and politics.
HC: bring up at council meeting – keep up pressure.
JL: some items hard to get on agenda
DJ: safety issues about their parking 
ML: asked how to get it council rather than traffic committee.
DJ: People should require permits – may move to somewhere- people should pay
A boat from western suburbs has not been moved for 7 months – even vandalized.
HC: O’Sullivan method would work.
JL: Residents parking scheme – pluses and minuses.

Cr Betts: Will put on paper.
Speakers: Stephen Shein and Denise Jackson to talk at council meeting.

JL needs fuller discussion

Motion from last meeting re-put:
Waverley use the procedure followed by Woollahra in O’Sullivan Rd and Newcastle St to restrict parking for a period of one hour within a period of 2 hours – from 11:am to 1pm, on Wednesdays .on the eastern (park) side of Portland St adjacent to Dudley Page reserve for a trial period of 6 months.
Proposed: Stephen Shein Seconded: Heather Weltman
Carried :unanimously

Agenda remainder

Gilbert St Traffic and Survey Proposal
ML: Reiterated the consideration given by the Waverley Traffic Committee to the problems with the “stub” of Gilbert St between Dover Road and Victory St. He detailed how the “Senior Traffic Engineer” had already conceived a sort of one way traffic arrangement using Portland St and Gilbert St and was ready to survey those FEW residents – totally ignoring the thousands of stakeholders who use the road as a vital through route – both from other parts of Dover Heights and all parts south.

JL: on cusp of 2 precincts 

Recommendation that before acting on this intersection, they refer to both precincts.
Eg try out solutions with paint

Greens policy on DH
JL: Swimming Pools – concerned about effects of the Mayoral deal which resulted in Green mayor.
Already Green – ALP have restricted number of garaging for a new house to 2
Swimming pools – already problem with refilling of pools.
Council has policies with respect to pool blankets.

Lately greens have foreshadowed motion to prohibit the construction of new pools.
In papers, - even regarded by Cr Newhouse as against Australian - politics of envy
Liberal are against the motion

JL: Greens doing “strange things about parking” – policing of unmarked corner parking – removes even more spaces particularly in Bondi. Quoted the Green attack in Paris which he visited recently. – 10 metres from every corner – if so all corners should be formally marked.

J Perkins – anti car – is beach parking for residents being removed? – No move to increase rate substantially – opposed by Liberals.

DJ: 12 Gilbert – corner of Gilbert and Northcote : Are residents being targeted. Picked on residents at 9:30am last Saturday morning.
Police – referred to council – random drive by.

CR Betts: made Extra 3.9 million last year.
Told (Betts and Kay) when objecting – there will be education program – so successful – employed even more booking.

Heather Weltman: With wide pavement - booked at 7:00am – no space for a wheel chair – also 10 metre curb ticket.

Cr Betts: Real green policies have been brought in – not by greens

RN: TO Cr Betts – too much paper and unused bottles 
Moira Main was promoting that residents be charged for excess recycling.
Cr Betts – penalizing best recyclers – should provide more recycling capacity.

Cr Betts – council has a lot of assets– largest at Green sq – worth millions – 
Mayor Main said: Perhaps we should make it into a park – giving it away or turn it into a mulch-making factory!

How long will she be mayor – at least 1 year?

A green for one other year.

HC: Illegal hotel – update? –
Cr Betts: coming up to council – Mark Featherstone never replies.

General Business
JL: received letter that his house was to be placed on heritage register. 
Some other residences of his family were nominated – no one else reported getting such a letter.

XX: Trees – live above Dover Heights School – screening trees in front of school – growing out of control – completely blocking view. – anything to do about it – speak to councillors – about 10 years old trees.

RH: Recycling of cardboard boxes etc – people put packaging out on wrong nights – waiting for next week’s collection
Had a problem with Waverley promotion of filming in LGA – a huge refrigerated van – noisy from 7:00am to end of day. Repeated next day. 2 chefs in a mobile kitchen – moving prepared food to another areas. Reported to council – no letter drop – council handled matter “well”. Does council have policy about proximity of filming trucks and area of filming?
Cr Betts: ask question – doubts if policy exists.

Jeff Perkins: – new garbage run timetables – now at 6-6:10 each day? Cost cutting

Hilma O’Reilly: Charity bins – Blake and Military – not really a charity bin – run by a company who pays “disabled” $8/month. What is policy?
