· The designated motor bike parking is hazardously close to the right of way between 101 and 109 Ramsgate Ave when cars are entering and exiting from this right of way.

Motion: To refer this matter to the next meeting of the Traffic Committee with view to moving the motor bike parking to a safer place.

· The parking area outside 93 Ramsgate Ave which is restricted for mail collection 

Motion:  To seek residents parking in this space except for mail collection times which are between 5.30 and 6.30pm, by referring the matter to the next Traffic Committee meeting.

· Extra parking spaces be restored in the closed section of Brighton Blvde near the Sam Fiszman Reserve

Motion:  To refer the request to the next meeting of the Traffic Committee

Moved J Kalek, seconded E Prochazka

· Report on J Kalek’s inspection of ‘trouble spots’ – see list attached

While some work has been carried out, there are still problems with: uneven footpath outside 7 – 9 Ramsgate Ave, cracks in the road in Middleton Ave at the O’Donnell St corner, and uneven footpath just north or 2 Wairoa Ave.

In addition the following ‘trouble spots’ were reported:

· The ‘Give Way’ sign at the corner of Oakley and Gould streets has been horizontal for about 6 months

· There are pot holes in the roadway in O’Donnell St near the park,

· A warning to watch out for pedestrians is needed at the intersection where Campbell Pde crosses Ramsgate Ave, even thought there are traffic lights, due to poor visibility at night and sunset

 General Business

1. S Heilpern presented a proposal for a petition for a community garden behind the hall at Hugh Bamford Reserve.

Motion:  That this precinct support the proposal and that S Heilpern present it at the next Dover Heights precinct meeting (10.5.10)
