Feb 2011 Meeting Minutes

Ms Upton elected and now has a cabinet position.
NYE report – Safety Committee workshop took places as noted. 

Cr Betts: Active objection by some BB residents against event. A report will come to council.

Looking at compromise – possibly less at Xmas time – and leave NYE as is.

Hunter St Development proceeding. Council changed several features – but subject to Section 96.

Rate issues:

Cr Betts: Last year rates were increased in Dover Heights and Bronte but decreased in Queens Park! Consequence of State Govt revaluation and Rate Cap. Rates method is set by State Govt.
A $7m unit in Bondi Beach pays the minimum rate! Just can’t be changed with current legislation.

R Morris: Should increase the base rate component.

Cr Betts: Extra Levies are on top of rates.

Discussion about rating proportions – small percent pay large percent of rates. Unit owners pay a low minimum rate – regardless. Argument is not against rate increase but against spread of rates.
Meeting would prefer increase in basic levy.
Large divergence of property types in municipality.
“Affordable Housing” does not affect ratepayers and old policy for developers no longer used – legal problems.
