6.3.1 Report 

The position is still vacant.
All documentation is being sent to the Chairman for attention.
There has not been anything of importance referred to him.

6.4 Police (Fiona O’Brian)
REPORT: The attached report was provided

1. BES incidents occurring around the area. In December police arrested & charged two offenders on BES offences. Since that date there has been a declined but incidents still occurring. Urging people to make sure that windows are locked and not just closed even when you are at home, if you require for the windows to be open invest in the key locks for windows. If you notice suspicious activity in the area to contact police and provide a description. You can conduct a Residential Security Assessment on your premises. These assessments are designed to assist residents to assess security of your premises. It covers potential areas of vulnerability and provides suggestions for adapting your security to reduce the risk of crime. A Residential Security Assessment can be obtained from your Crime Prevention Officer. Mainly it is common sense. Look at your property if you have lost your keys and you have no money to organise a locksmith, this will provide you with ideas of vulnerability areas. 

2. Drug Houses: Old wives tale – Shoes over power lines near drug houses. How to identify drug houses: 
* not extensive list but major points 
* blacken windows or blinds always drawn 
* lights constantly 24 hours / day or appearing to be on all the time 
* Continuous coming and going from location of numerous people 
* Changes to electrical box or wires coming from power lines 
* back entrance being continuously used by numerous people 
* Strange smells 
* No contact with people living at location, seem to keep to themselves 

What to do: gather information for police: times / dates of people coming, smells, etc etc 
Advise police by either attending police station, contacting CPO or Crimestoppers 1800 333000 
Obtain police officers name that you report the information to, though they can’t provide you with information of ongoing investigation you can advise them of any further information gathered. 

3. Peep and Pry offences: mentioned not to make you alarmed but for knowledge that these offences can happen and what to do. 
If you notice someone looking through your window or neighbours window, call the police immediately. Try to get a good description (including height, build, hair colour & length, skin colour, ethnic appearance, facial features, clothing and anything unusual). Also, advised if the person left what was the last direction you saw them heading. Depending on the situation but if there is evidence at the location that the offender was there do not touch it until police have been and sighted it.

Fiona advised that she had passed on our concerns with respect to Murriverie Rd and would do so again.

Fiona advised that due to her pregnancy we will not be seeing for awhile.
The meeting congratulated her and wished her well for the future.

6.8.1 CIVIL PRIDE PROGRAME
Spoke on what the Council was doing at O’Donnell Street Reserve.
Complimented Keith Taylor for his years of dedication to the well being of the 
park.
Tabled document on the park & associated questionnaire.
Turfing is not a really viable option due to the small area and its heavy usage.
A discussion took place as to the various options.
Eleanor is looking at forming a working party to maintain it.
There is a lack of shade & trees.
Problems with football, cricket & dogs.
There is a shortage of space in the area.
It was SUGGESTED that Council does not do enough to maintain its green areas.
With the loss of the Dover Heights school bottom play ground open space which was
always at a premium was even more so today.
Lighting was discussed & the pros & cons were canvassed, without resolution.
Problems with dog poo & there not being any facilities to dispose of.
NEEDS equipment for 3 to 8 years old age group.
3 seats
instead of a fence use of vegetation (although no good for keeping out 
dogs)
griditic sand instead of grass
use of shade sail.

Eleanor has taken away the above needs for further investigation.

6.8.2 BBQ 
There is a Community BBQ at 4.30 to 6.30 pm on the 17th March.
This will be followed by a Community planting day, where individuals will be invited to 
adopt a tree.

6.8.3 TREES
The question was asked about the situation where you can obtain a tree free from Council, however, you have to pay $120 for an inspection to confirm it is in order to plant the tree where you propose to place it on the verge. 
Eleanor will seek clarification on this.

6.8.4 BLAIR STREET @ WARNERS AVENUE
The matter of garbage being left there for long periods was raised & its lack of rehabilitation was raised. 
Eleanor will look into.

6.8.5 9 WARNERS AVENUE
The question of the dead tree not being removed after two years of requests was raised.
Eleanor will look into.

6.8.6 FLOWER BEDS
Indicated she would like for the Public Works Department to attend the meeting to talk about what is going to happen with respect to the flower beds.
The meeting was happy for same to occur.

6.8.7 DEAD TREES IN THE AREA
The issue of numerous dead trees was raised.

6.8.8 5cc MOTOR BIKES RIDING ON THE FOOTPATH
It was indicated that same was a Police matter & needs to be reported to them.

It was advised the State Government sets a cap on councils ability to charge rates, which are divided between domestic & commercial premises, with each having its own rate.
If all property’s in the Municipality go up by the same percentage then your rates will only go up by the increase Council has obtained over the previous year. The problem occurs where one area is not assessed & another is.

The house on the southern side of Roe Street at the end of the lane, has allowed his long paling fence to be used for graffiti art.
Tony advised he has raised the matter.
Resolved we write to Council advising we find the graffiti to be offensive & will encourage other such graffiti in the area.
