Les is moving out of the area and will not be attending any more BJ precinct meetings.

The meeting expressed their thanks for the unselfish & dedicated service Les gave to the Precinct.

Previous minutes & adoption: Don Slattery, Cr Kerryn Sloan

Comments on motions on previous minutes: Motion to change collection time for rubbish – council are looking into it. Motion 2 April O'Keefe – pedestrian ramp on York/St James road – a ramp will be built where there is footpath nearby.

Visitors: Councillor Kerryn Sloan, Mayor Ingrid Strewe, Rose Jackson, Alexander Pappas, Supt Fuller, Sgt Bolt, Lorna Bussell & Leisa Simmons from Waverley Council

Address by police (Supt Fuller and Sgt Bolt from the licensing dept). Ingrid Strewe met with the two police and others about liquor use in BJ. Looking at review of the community safety plan. For the full details check the council website.

Fuller – if you see a crime, tell the police, and give facts eg 2am on Sat night. They need to know so it can be listed in their logs, they will respond to urgent matters first but they want to know about all incidents. Issues such as hotels and noise levels. Theft and motor vehicle crime down in August. New legislation give police more powers eg if a person is refused entry they must stay a certain distance from pub, so they aren't staying just outside pub hassling people. 

Police regularly patrol areas including near pubs. They want to know what time and which pubs are causing the most problems.

Bolt – New legislation has simpler clearer wording, in long term will improve life for people living near pubs. Mill Hill Hotel applied for 24 hour trading.

Small bar licence – no real interest shown in this.

Graffiti report - Peter read out a list of issues raised in a discussion about graffiti from the minutes of the July meting of the Community Safety Advisory Committee. These issues will be included in update of Council's Community Safety Plan. Leisa Simmons talked about Graffiti and what Council is already doing. In addition to removal, we are working with small groups of residents to devise and test local solutions. We have also developed a brochure to share with residents everything we know about ways of protecting property from graffiti. Leisa left some brochures for members. Difficult issue - any ideas from residents welcome.

A member advised that Rockdale Council charges a 'graffiti levy' and with that money undertakes immediate removal, tracks tags, and conducts education through schools. Has been very successful.

Lorna Bussell (BJ Town Centre Manager) – Activities around BJ especially the mall include – Children's play day. Seniors photos, fashion show, Business awards, Xmas activities including carol singers and banners, Don Slattery and Paula Gallagher think a redesign of banners needed, but some others liked last year’s design.

Don Slattery & Paula Gallagher will meet with Lorna to discuss design.

Best of Sydney survey closed.

General business

Motions:
1. St James rear lane with Ruthven rear lane. The issue is bins to be removed from road. Some residents do not have room in backyards for bins.

Motion is:

Request Waverly Council to place large dumpster bin for recyclable paper, greenery and plastics at one end of St James lane for use instead of all the smaller recycling bins (R. Casamento) – motion carried.

2. That this meeting of the Bondi Junction precinct request Waverly Council remind residents that garbage bins are only placed on the footpath the night before collection, and return bins to their property ASAP. Could garbage collectors return bins to where they found them after emptying them. Motion moved Don Slattery, seconded Marcia West. Motion carried.

General business:
*Some pavement dug up and when repaired only use bitumen and not tiles. Kerryn said this is temporary and will eventually be repaired. Spring St will soon be repaired.

* Under Syd Einfeld Drive – rubbish near Rowe St steps.

A word or two from candidates for the election:

Kerryn Sloan – She has worked hard for the area and this will continue eg looking into health requirements and nail clinics., window displays eg black plastic.

Alex Pappas – grew up in this area, on the ticket with Kerryn (Libs).

Rose Jackson - priorities 1. Footpaths and rubbish 2. Natural environment, sustainable living, 3. Overdevelopment 4. Positive ideas for the future. As a young candidate wants to bring in new ideas. Sept 13 Elections.
