6. Police report
5 incidences of relevance to precinct in 6 weeks, stealing – a bulbar removed from a parked car; stealing – mens and ladies mountain bides taken from stairwell in block of units; Break and enter – rear window of home unlocked. Caution even on higher floors; Graffiti – youth aged 20 yrs caught and charged with malicious damage, not a local; Drink driving – 25 yr old local charged with over the limit and exceeding speed limit in Blair street.

4. Niblick and Warners Ave drains – in heavy rains this area floods.
