The Chairman gave a talk on what Bondi Junction may look forward to in regard to home based business setting up in residential areas and made the point that Council will allow this with guidelines as Council is most concerned to provide jobs for its residents.

Address from Councillor Kerryn Sloan

Don Slattery of the Precinct Committee promised to take up with Council the matter put forward by Pamela Begg regarding the bad state of 88 Newland St and the carrying on of an untidy business on site.
