a) Waverley Council
Noted Council is to move customer service and planning to the old post office site at Spring Street Bondi Junction. Question as to whether the Council would have a Post Office facility on the site. Understood that plans at Spring Street and files at Council Street.

b) Grand Hotel
Land and environment court over-ruled Council and granted the smoking room that fronts onto Ebley Street. Conditions apply. Forum by Council on policy has date to be set.

Resident noted that there had been descent to this ruling and informed the meeting that the Mayor had carried out a letterbox campaign to determine local residents response.

c) Tea Gardens Hotel
DA (existing) sets out work around the beer garden. An application for a smoking area at the back of the building on an upper level has been submitted.

d) Bob Jane T Mart, Bronte Road
Application for the construction of a basement facility and egress into Donald Place.

e) 31 Botany Street, Bondi Junction
Multiple apartments. Development has been lodged with Council since 2003. Reported to be the subject of two DAs and two amended DAs.

f) Nelson Hotel
Application for smoking room at the back of the hotel.

Agenda Item 6 – General Business

a) 31-33 Botany Street
General description given by Mr Tom Wharton. Noted that excavation was close to Birrell Street. Concern raised by Mr Don Douglas that greater excavation will be require if project is expanded from 12 to 14 units.

d) Gray Street Right-of-Way
