6. Waverley Council – Celebrating 150 years 
        Meredith Wallace outlined the various events this year to mark 150 years of Waverley Council’s existence.
Charing Cross Street Fair - 14 June 2009, 11am – 4 pm
        Linda Bathur and Lorna Bussell spoke about the Charing Cross Street Fair. The Fair will include food stalls, craft, music, magic show, Pet Farm, face painting, computer games, jumping castle, entertainers, a worm farm and much more.
        Bronte Road will be closed from 5 am - 8 pm.
 
7. Heritage Conservation in Charing Cross 

        Colin Brady, Heritage Advisor, Waverley Council said the best way to engender enthusiasm for conservation is to sit down and talk to people.
        The DCP for Charing Cross is presently being reviewed. There was a discussion about the 4 semi-detached cottages to the north of the old post office on Bronte Road and whether or not they are in the Heritage Conservation Area.  Colin Brady stated that they are not but there was disagreement from the residents.

        400 bus
Paul Pearce M.P. advised a petition be conducted.
Motion: The Charing Cross Precinct organise a petition to present to the S.T.A. for the 400 bus to stop at existing bus stop outside Waverley Public School.

Mayor S. Betts said she will send the appropriate form for a petition.
        Bellagio’s - pedestrian crossing
The installation of traffic lights outside Bellagio’s would cost approximately $480,000.  As an alternative, the pedestrian refuge will be widened and the corner sharpened.
        St. Catherine’s School - offer of parking in 317 Bronte Road.
 Mayor Sally Betts clarified that this is for the established parking area on Albion Street  not the rear of 317 Bronte Rd
        St Catherine’s School - metal plates on driveway and footpath in need of repair.  Action: Referred to Divisional Manager. Currently under investigation.
 
9.      Robin Hood Hotel - Ongoing Disturbances
        Matter set down for LEC Hearing on 21 and 22 May, commencing on site at 9.30 a.m. Residents‘ meeting 6 May 2009 at 5.30 pm at Council Chambers.  Waverley Police say they have not received any complaints from residents.  Paul Pearce M.P. has received a number of complaints re the outdoor deck area and the noise impact when there is a band. Trish Sawyer said she had requested the police patrol the Bronte Road shops on Sat. and Sun. nights because of instances of urination, defecation and vomiting in shop doorways and loud music after 10 p.m. She said there had been a lot of fights a few weeks ago.

        D.A.191/1987/A, 298 Bronte Road, Indian Takeaway Restaurant - Trial period of operation has ended. A. Ebdon has written to Council Officer Warren Banfield complaining about non-compliance issues. Mayor S. Betts said she would get an update.
        226-232 Bronte Road – north of the old post office.. This matter is going to Council. Residents need to lobby councillors especially about pedestrian access.
        St. Catherine’s School 315-317 Bronte Road – L. Stone said the School was hoping to build, but has no authority to build at the moment. 
 
11     General Business
        Pat Kenny said scooter and skateboard riders in the Bondi Junction Mall posed a threat to elderly people.  She suggested increasing the size of signage forbidding such activities. Mayor S. Betts said she will look into the matter.
        Parking has become more of an issue lately in High Street, Gipps Street, and Bronte Road between the Commonwealth Bank and the traffic island outside St. Catherine’s in Bronte Road. L Greenhow asked if timed parking had been considered for the area.  Mayor Sally Betts to get Council Traffic Rep to look into it
        Amelia C Fox said since June 2007 a builder has been breaching agreements at 8 Macpherson St. He started building before the DA had been approved. He has put in a Section 96. Amelia to ring Mayor S. Betts. D. Caretti recommended Council Officer N. Mardini follow up this matter.
