2 Traffic Matters 


Presentation by Dan Joannides on Waverley Council initiatives to solve traffic and parking issues. 
Presentation included: 

Proposed work on footpaths in Avoca St, Bennett St and Bondi Rd, Wellington St eastside from Bondi Rd to 
Francis St. 

• A pocket park at Avoca St intersection with Bondi Rd by end of August. 
• Road works in Denham St to reduce traffic speeds in Denham, Edward and Francis Sts. Request for 
angle parking was rejected by the RTA. 
• Resident preferential parking in Dellview and Kennneth Sts. 
• Request to extend resident parking in Wellington St between Edward and Francis Sts. Will require an 
RTA survey. 
• Application for Henderson and Moore Sts to be one way. 
• Discussion on speeds in Wellington St and the chicane at Edward St 
• Erection of signs prohibiting people living in cars that enables Council Rangers to move offenders on. 
• Installation of traffic signals at the declared black spot Bondi Rd and Ocean St intersection before end 
of June. 


Requests for changes to parking and traffic direction to be submitted to Dan who would the conduct a 
survey of residents affected. 

3 General Business 


Report on Council by Ingrid Strewe 

Ingrid’s presentation included the following: 

A report that Council was in a good financial position with only a small exposure to the current world 
financial crisis. Detailed information can be found in the Waverley Council Financial Report. 

The Capital works programme will be financed by the sale of property at Green Square and include: 

• Walkway around the Waverley Cemetery 
• Works in Spring St and Mill Hill Rd and the Murriverie Rd /Mitchell St commercial area 
• Stormwater upgrade for lower areas of Bondi 
• Photovoltaic cells on the roof of the new Bondi Pavilion,. 
• Porous paving proposed outside the Wellington St Public School. 


The Blair St planting will go ahead this winter. 

Each Council Depot has been asked to set sustainability standards. 

A new cleaning team for major roads plus areas where large fig trees are planted that need additional 
cleaning when their fruit ripens. 

The Waverley Heritage Assessment was accepted at the last Council Meeting and is now incorporated into 
the DCP. 


Any requests to cut low overhanging trees should be made to the Customer Service Centre. 

A discussion on the proposed Benevolent Society site redevelopment with criticism from the meeting about 
the Society’s consultations with Council and residents

The laneway adjacent to Bondi Public School belongs to the school and they have een advised if they 
continue to allow its use they may be liable for child protection issues or any incidents. 

Summer Bus Program was a great success averaging 430 passengers a day. STA has confirmed viability 
and council will apply for a permanent route probably at half hour intervals. 

Council are looking for a different emphasis and want to encourage all routine matters to be addressed 
through the Customer Service Centre. The meeting was asked to think about the future of Precincts before 
next Combined Precinct Meeting as one precinct is collapsing. 

The “Celebrate a Local Hero” program was discussed and the meeting encouraged to nominate candidates. 

The green bins program was about to be rolled out. 

The Catholic Youth Day from will impact on the Waverley community with an event at Bondi Beach on 
Wednesday 16th July and Papal Masses at Randwick Racecourse on Saturday evening 19th July and 
Sunday 20th July
