Police Report

Constable Jane Heffernan addressed the meeting. In summary:

· Residents are reminded that thefts have recently occurred through unlocked and open doors. 

· There were some recent vehicle thefts overnight, and some car windows smashed in order to steal a mobile phone (during the daytime). 

· Random breath testing recently occurred on Campbell Parade. 

· Jane reminded residents that for minor accidents the police do not need to be called. Police should be contacted if the accident involves personal injury, a towed vehicle, drugs/alcohol, or if a party fails to exchange particulars. 

Tamarama Park Plan of Management 

Michael McNelis summarised the recent public meeting.

Regarding the proposed re-building of the kiosk:

· Reports on the economic life of the kiosk, and the OH&S issues of the kiosk (dark and damp) were presented at the public meeting. 

· Currently a shipping container is used for the First Aid service. 

· Surf club is looking for additional space. 

Also:

· George Copeland discussed his wetland proposal. 

· The issue of beach volleyball at Tamarama was discussed. Ball games are currently banned at Bondi Beach, and the possibility of introducing a ban or somehow restricting the impact of beach volleyball at Tamarama beach was discussed. 

Developments

· 32 Fletcher St, DA for a shop. 

· 47 Fletcher St – a resident complained about noise/rubbish/sound from telephone booth/cars. 

· 63 Fletcher St (Bondi Beachouse) – affidavits are being collected for a case a L&E court hearing on 21 July 2004. 

· 7,9,11 Henderson St (E Elias site) – large development proposed. 

Traffic

Council has approved moving the bus stop at Pacific & Gaerloch further south in order to improve visibility when a bus is at the stop.

A message was received from Phil Cheeseman of Illawong Avenue regarding erecting a sign "No Through Traffic" at the intersection of Fletcher and Farrelly’s Ave. This would avoid the current situation of cars progressing past the point of the proposed sign only to discover they can progress no further.

There was discussion of the need for traffic calming devices in Farrelly’s Avenue because of cars travelling at high speed in an area often frequented by pedestrians.

MOTION 1 (to Council): Precinct requests that Council survey for a residential parking scheme for the area described by Bondi Rd (to the North), Denham Street (West), Marks Lane (East) and the corner of Pacific & Gaerloch (South). (See diagram.)

Proposed: Michael Rourke, Seconded: Kathleen Tangney.

For: 7, Against: 2. Carried. 

MOTION 2 (to Council): Propose that council look at feasibility of installing an underground moving footway between Bondi Junction and Bondi Beach with exits along Bondi Road. Parking stations at Bondi Junction. This would alleviate growing vehicle congestion on all feeder roads leading from Bondi Junction to the coast.

Proposed: Kathleen Tangney, Seconded: Fred Oglivy.

For: 6, Against: 1. Carried.

MOTION 3 (to Council): Council in conjunction with the organisers of Sculpture by the Sea to provide a temporary parking scheme for the residents in the area 400 metres from the shoreline during Sculpture by the Sea

Proposed: Michael McNelis, Seconded: Lee Ross.

For: 12. Carried unanimously.

General Business

Questions were asked about street lighting and how to report street lighting faults (the number to call is 13 15 35). Faults are claimed to be repaired within fifteen working days.
