7 General Business 

Discussion on results of survey of people who attend the meeting on the precinct meeting. 15 replies were received. 

Peter Cohen spoke about back lane traffic issues in the vicinity of Newland St. 

The controversial issue of the Bondi Junction Post Office relocating into Westfield was discussed. There is to be another public meeting regarding this issue at 6:00pm on March 3rd at the Mill Hill centre, Spring Street. 

The number of shops that have closed around Oxford Street and the Mall since opening of Westfield was commented on. 

Simon Swifte addressed the meeting regarding the sad state of the Queens Park street scape with its neglected unmown verges, numerous abandoned shopping trolleys and unsightly graffiti adorning public and private property. 

Motion proposed by Simon Swifte seconded by Michael Ahrens: 
"That the Precinct enquires as to the current policy and practices of the Council regarding the mowing of verges and urge that further resources be employed in the precinct to tidy the streets." 

Motion: proposed by Simon Swifte seconded by Michael Ahrens: 
"That the Council investigate all methods to improve the situation which has arisen regarding the littering of the streets by shopping trolleys taken from supermarkets." 

Representatives from Rawson Ave addressed the meeting regarding their efforts over the last three years to get council to install 2 hour parking similar to all other streets in the area. 
Motion: "That the Council investigate the parking situation in Rawson Avenue"
Duly moved and seconded. Passed unanimously. 

The state of the verge adjacent to Queens Park Road was discussed. The following motion was proposed: 

Motion: "That the council direct prompt attention to the state of the verge outside Queens Park along Queens Park Road and take action to rectify and upgrade the condition of that zone between Baronga Ave and Burke Street"
Duly moved and seconded. Unanimous
