Bobbi McIlwraith – Bondi Beach Manager NYE Feedback
Sharon Longridge – MI5 – event organiser.
2,500 capacity event at a time – with Sydney Water constraints on Types and Position of Equipment.
Roaming entertainment, facilities.

Very family-friendly event – more families than previous year – no problems – “good vibes”.
Caffyn Park was also well behaved. Traffic management worked well – “Bussed out at end – “well”.

Ticket prices were very attractive to families – children, concessions included in 2,500.

Council now has an involvement – function does not make money. Police will review security requirements which may reduce costs in future.

Neighbours were “flyer”ed.

Dudley Page has become model for other city reserves.

ML: John Ingster, living across road from reserve, praised the conduct of the evening.

JL: People came from other suburbs as well as locals

S: Marketing was localised. A lot of people travelled home by foot – noted by buses.

BM: Ticket selling outlets were mainly local. Will have outlet on site during day.

VS: Mentioned that some residents are unhappy about having to pay to see fireworks in their own parks.

JL: Function for the greatest good. Model is cost neutral at best – DP actually subsidised by Bondi Beach event.

BM: No longer widely publicised outside Waverley area.

JL: What about Christison Park – no known problems.

BM: Extra buses provide at all venues to get people out.

Next year – similar – needs facilities for older than young children

Anecdotally people of all ages – many extended families.

People limit set by Sydney Water.

JL: if breakdown was biased to young children – the total weight would be less – maybe fit a few more in.

Dudley Page – Bus Parking

Bus changes
380 is now much slower – every stop. 333 fast but very few of them.

Hugh Bamford – Sydney Water - surfaces restored.

Near Bowling Club Site – early 6:30 starting – JL complained.
SB: Council stabilising cliff.

New Land Valuations in Dover Heights – Effect on Rates
Roughly 50% - 100% increase.
What is unimproved value where land is at a premium?
JL: Problem if residential land tax resurrected.
Rates are adjusted down with respect to increase valuations, but how is this calculated?
SB: Total rate increase is fixed by Govt – approx. 3% with possible extra levies.
There is a minimum amount charged per property – charges to businesses. Remainder is then spread over whole municipality.
JL: Has whole municipality been rev-valued – What if just DH increased and not rest.
SB and TK had their’s increased also. – Seems to be changes for all.

Section 94a Contributions on Household Building Work
In 2006 Govt changed legislation which allowed councils to widen scope of Section 94a.
Extended from “big developers” to every development – lost in contents of very large document.
Councillors missed this.

State Govt now put threshold on amount. 
SB after return of money to those “trapped” before revision.
JL: Should be a difference between commercial development and a householder’s renovation.

SB: Explained policy of developers, extending building dimensions if the developer splits the resulting extra benefit with the council – as affordable housing policy provision.

Local Villages Plan
