The Precinct System
Living in Waverley, we are lucky to have this forum, which allows residents’ views to be heard over a range of issues affecting their quality of life. At the same time, those attending can receive updates on what's happening, and what's going to happen, in their community.
This friendly local forum has seen a number of achievements come out of its quarterly gatherings. Elected Councillors regularly attend.
The Precinct Executive particularly extends an invitation those new to our local government area from north of Oxford Street, previously within the boundaries of Woollahra Council.

MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS

WESTFIELD – NOISE CONTROL
It is important for you, the affected locals to ring the Council (Rangers’ office) & complain if Westfield is making your life difficult. The more voices, the more it’s taken seriously. Call Councils senior ranger on: 9130 8340 or 0414 884 393
Noise continues to be a problem, mainly from ventilation plants but also from screeching tyres, muzak & loose grates. Westfield has done nothing to attenuate noise & light leakage into the suburbs surrounding it. Light leakage & ugly facades continue to impact residents.
There are already too many cars in BJ & we need an integrated strategy involving all stakeholders to further encourage public transport access. One example, Council still hasn’t widened the bus bays in Oxford St. Residents have backed the Bus Union’s concerns since May last year.
The Hollywood Ave car park entrance should be closed at night in line with the original recommendations made at the Commission of Inquiry. Like some noise limitations, this was simply thrown away at the NSW Planning Minister’s office.
Cr Mora Main indicates Westfield has now been invited to join the BJ Committee, which might improve communication.

NOISE – CENTRAL BJ
Following a motion at the last meeting at the request of Cr Sloan we have asked various departments at Waverley to examine operation of roadworks, garbage collection & the street cleaners at night. Waste Services indicate they never operate before 6am but there are many private operators. The offenders need to be specifically identified; contacting shops that use the offending contractors may be an effective 1st step. Street Cleaning - if the noise is from the streetcleaner then we may have news, it is currently in for repair & may return quieter. If noise is unchanged we need to identify vehicle & pass on complaints to Council. It may be “the green machine” path sweeper. Roadwork at night continues - the repaving of Bronte Rd was carried out overnight in January with no consideration for or notification of residents. This doesn’t HAVE to happen!

WESTERN END ISSUES
Still no refurbishment & continuing poor communication with shop owners have soured relations with Council here.

POLICE
Stakeholders in BJ have been most appreciative of the police presence during the Xmas period (with one large exception involving a Westfield Security overreaction).

LANE/PARKING/CROSSING CONFIGURATION OF EBLEY @ ANN
This has now been fixed. Thanks to Council for a great job. BJ pedestrians are safer & the work was completed during day & early evening times avoiding disruption to residents.
