Minutes of February 11th  Meeting – Matters Arising
 
City Buses: Still “reviewing routes” etc.
“Bondi Road Clearway” still wanted by RTA. Second choice: Only Saturdays and Sundays then by RTA. RTA/City Buses refused negotiation – false consultation. Cr Betts think it will be imposed.

 

Bondi Chamber will carry out civil disobedience. Bipartisan local support. Needs airing in Parliament.

 

Section 94s
Cr Betts: Councils other than specified road corridors will retain 94s.

There is a “footpath renewal/maintenance” schedule. Will look at it.

 

Richard Morris: Cnr Portland (60) and Dover Road – blocked street drains – caused by construction.

 
     JL: Last local works came from sale of Dover Heights Bowling Club.

           Larger developments in Dover Heights are incurring Section 94s.

 

     Cr Betts: Road replacements done in blocks – footpaths done in sections.

     

     Cr Betts: Section 94 not specifically allocated. Recurrent spending on kerbs and gutters.

 

     JL: We should survey faulty footpath sections – and then approach council.

 

 

     Other Matters
     Robert Morris – Backpackers – in  Napier St Dover Heights – ongoing for last 2-3 years.

 

     RM: Childrens’ Play Equipment – Caffyn Park – 2 seats removed but not replaced.

     Cr Kay: Noticed last year Caffyn Park’s needs eg bottom fence – but all parks are now subject to a study which will delay all future changes.

     JL: Last safety fence repairs in Loombah Rd, did not replace wire net filling. Dangerous drop behind.

 

     Waverley Park Pavilion tenders interviewed and one chosen to supervise and design.

 

     No Camping Signs – still waiting. Cr Betts asked when will it happen?

 

     Caffyn Park Origins – Cr Kay

Waverley historian has been looking at records. Have not yet discovered if land was donated by Caffyn. Was named after Alderman Caffyn – not person who donated park. Local 90+ resident should be interviewed by Waverley historian.

Proposed Boundary Changes to Hunter Ward Precinct 
Wards have new boundaries to reflect population changes.

Council wants to reduce number of precincts per ward to reduce load on councillors.

Precincts were designed to reflect local affinities and geography.

Redefining – logical for North Bondi section between Murriverie Rd and existing Dover Heights, join to Dover Heights from Hardy St. The other part, west of Hardy St to join Rose Bay precinct.

     Northern boundary straddles Lancaster Rd. Need to talk to Rose Bay and Diamond Bay – move boundary to Kobada Rd?

 

 
Canvassed that Precinct should be given money.
Cr Betts: Idea was to allow weaker precincts to welcome new members. JL against it. Blanket giving of $1000 to each precinct not correct. Any money should be for a special need. Meeting agreed with JL.

 

State Govt Proposed New Legislation for Developments and Renovations.
Cr Betts: Now tabled. 3 very large documents.

Exerpts

DAs Sartor: Average time takes too long. Process to be speeded up, but method is crazy.

LEPs may be imposed by Director General on Councils.

Joint Regional Planning Panels – Waverley already has 2 independent advisory panels – Regional yet another layer of bureaucracy. 3 state appointed members and 2 council nominees. Which DAs will this panel look at – Infrastructure > $5M. Taking some DAs away from Council. Cr Kay – Benevolent Society has raised value of development to over $50m – out of Council’s hands.

Council has a stop the clock on 40 days if a problem arises. To balance want to move from 40 to 50 or 60 o 90, but no big DAs can be done in these limits

What is some work – “start of DA” for 5 years – tightening up.

“Extended Hours”: eg Pub 100 persons till 10:00pm – application from 10:00 to 11:00 – only that part up for review. Cannot take 10 o’clock back.

Power of Council to reject grossly over development strengthened.

Planning Arbitrators – review Council decisions

Improves residents’ ability to go to land and Environment Court if proposed development exceeds council standards by 25% – 3rd parties – independent of Councils.

Exemption of Complying Developments – increased substantially – NSW wide. No notification to neighbours. Eg a courtesy notice must be given to neighbours AFTER decision but 10 days before Commencement

Improve the performance of Private Certifiers.
